The Experts Say

OTTAWA, Oct 3 —(CP)—After
a year withour apples fresh apple
sauce tastes like ambrosia.
early apples have a flavor all their
own and being of rather soft, text.
ure cook quickly and malte fluffy
sauce. Like all other foods they
should be conserved down to the
last apple.

Since early apples do reot store
well and because they break up
when cooked they are best canmed
as sauce.

The Agriculture Department Con-
sumer Section home ecomomists
says the best flavored sauce is
made without neeling the apples,
and besides it is a time-saver.

Wash apples, gquarter them and
discard any decayed portions. Cook
until soft in a covered pan adding
just enough waier to
ing and press throug
Sweeten as desired.

To can apdles sauce pack it
while boiling hot into sealers, fill-
ing them to within 1-2 inch of
the top. Partially seal and pro-
cess them for 15 minutes in the
boiling water bath. Seal at omoe
when removed froli the water bath
and cool in upright position.

Apple sauce may be canned in
this way without sugar at all.
The sugar may be added to taste
when the sealer is opened for use.
Most fruits retain their best color
amd flavor waen a little sugar is
added but this is not the case
with apples.

Mﬂywapples. if not too ripe,
meke good jel'y too. Plain apple
jelly is amn all-*ime favorite or it
may be flavored with mint, cinna-
mon, or old-fashioned scented ger-
anjum leaves. Since these ’npples
are bland in flavor they sdre ex-
cellent for use with other fruits
such as plums or choke cherries.

Dreamboat
Completes 9,590
Mile Flight

OAIRO, Oct. 6 — (AP)—The
Superfortress Dreamboat, com-
pleted its 9,500-mile flight over
the “top of the world” landing
here at 3:03 am. EST. (403 a.n.
AS.T.) today.

Col. C. S. Irvine and nine other
weary crew members brought the
big United States Army bomber
down safely at Payne Field in the
desert outside Cairo 39 hours and
35 minutes after taking off from
Honolulu.

Col. Irvine said the toughest
part of the flight was between
Baffinland and Iceland, where
the Dreamboat climbed to 22.000
feet without leaving icinz condi-
tions entirely.

He said most of the crew was
too busy to sleep during the
flight, but that he got “a couple
of hours.”

Col. Irvine said that the flight
indicated that “apparently the
magnetic north is about 200 miles
closer to the North Pole than
previously believed.”
