"TRIVEL RQUNI%SGLUBE

(Story told to The Guardian reporte
r
by John H. Fraser, of Georgetopwn.)

I left Georgetown, Nov. 17th, for
Montreal, to join' the ice-breaker “J.
D. Hazen,” now called the *“Nukula
Selianiniovitch,” built by the Canadian
Vickers Co., of Montreal. Ship and
cargo valued at $4,000,000, of which
she had over a million dollars in cop-
per barg for Russia. 1 arrived in
Montreal March 19th, 1916, where 1
Joined the ship. We left Montreal on
Dec. 1st, for Quebec, arrived there
that night, and were to sail Dec. 5th,
but an accident happened to ome of
the high cylinders, and the ship was
delayed sixteen days to repair the
damage done.

We left for Sydney, Cape Breton,
the 21st, arrived there after a rough
passage. On the night bf the 23rd
the ship was rolling terribly, smash-
ed the skylight over the men's quar-

ters, and messroom, and sleeping
quarters were flooded same night.
Our life boat broke away from its

fastenings and John Smith, of George-
town, and Jim McDonald, of Toney
River, N.S., were called upon to se-
cure the hoat. A sea boarded’ her,
and both men were carried with fit.
Smiith saved himself by
catching the rall and
McDonald caught a stanchion to which
he clung till the ship cleared herself
of water, when they went back and
secured the boat. These men were
over to Russia in the Minto with Cap-
tain Read. The ship took on her bun-
ker coal at Sydney. Ten of the crew
left her at that place—they took ‘“‘cold
feet’—saying the ship would never
reach Russia, so -they were paid off
and new men shipped 1in their places.

We left Sydney on Jan. 1st, 1917,
for Russia; on Jan. 6th sighted the
gouthern shores of Greenland; Jan.
Jth passed north iof Iceland; Jan. 16th
arrived @t Ucanka, called there for
orders and coal. Ucanka is a new
Russian port In the north, at the en-
trance of 'the White Sea.

Tihe war has creafed many new
towns on the northern shores of Rus-
sia, used as centres for receiving and
distributing munitions of war, and ex-
porting products of the country. It
wag there 1 was aboard the “Earl
Grey,” now an ice-breaker in the Rus-
sian service. We left Ucanka Jan.
16th for Archangel. We picked up a
steamer in the ice in the White Sea,
she wag bound for Accomia, which is
practically a suburb of Archangel. We
towed her through 150 miles of ice.to
Accomia; she was loaded with explo-
sives and munitions. of war.

We saw ships _at Usanka which

Wie arrived at Solombo Jan. 24th,
twenty-four days from Sydney, a dis-
tance of 4,500 miles from Quebec, via
Sydney. We were in latitude 73 de-
grees north and did not see the sun
for four days. The ship was in dark-
ness all the way across, no lights be-
ing shown. Two days after we arriv-
ed at Solombo they were discharging
the ship we towed up to Accomia,
when a sling load of explosives fell,
and an explosion took place which
blew up the ship and two other steam-
ars, ‘nearly 300 persons being killed.
We were going to stay there, but
there was no room for the ship; had
we remained none of us would have
been left to tell the tale.

1 have in my possession a flag from
one of thie steamers that was hlown
up. Wi left ship at Solombo Feb. 3rd
for Petrograd. We had to drive eight
miles in sleighs to Archangel, tem-
perature 30 Gegrees bhelow zero. We
were supposed to make trip in train
in 36 hours, but it took three days,
a distance of 800 miles; the locomo-
tives burn wood. .

‘Minto;

We arrived in Petrograd Feb. 6th,
and were put up in’ barracks, wheml
we were kept for 22 days. We were
nearly starved; we had only sour
black bread to eat, no butter; we were
given tallow to put on the bread;
had fish stew for dinner and black /
bread and hot water for tea, no milk.
Soup and stew were put in a bowl,
enough for four men; we were given
wooden spoons, and the four of us
ate out of the same bowl. It was
with the greatest difficulty we could
get enough food for ourselves, though
we had plenty of money.

The revolution, so far as we could
learn, began through ‘workmen of
Petrograd striking for more pay, more,
food” antl better conditions; these
were, of course, refused by the aris-
tocracy, with the result that the dis-
gatisfaction crystalized into nation -
wide revolt, and the Czar and his
court were overthrown, thousands be-
ing killed in the upriging. Thig hap-
pened two days after we left Petro-
grad.

We saw
children in different
waiting in line for bread, cold and
hungry, sometimes they had to wait
all day, and long into the night before,
their turn came.  Women work on
the streets as electric car conductors,
cab drivers, barbers and truckmen,
oven at the station they handled
freight and madls.

I saw German,
ish prisoners of
over Petrograd,

thousands of women and
patts of the city

Austrian and Turk-
war. 1 travelled all
visiting all places of
interest. Wi left Petrograd Feb. 8th
for Vladivostok, a distance of 4816
miles, by the Trans-Siberian Rallway.
A few days after we left Petrograd
on our trip rcross Russia and Siberia
to the Pacific, we saw all kinds of
grain piled up by the millions of
bushels and live stock of all kinds;
but owing to inadequate organization
people were starving for bread and
meat in the citles of Russia. This, It
iy sald, was due to pro-German infiu-
ence in Russia, which was bent on
making conditions as bad as possible,
that Ruesia might drop out: of the

war. :

The trip from Petrograd to Viadi-
vostok was a memorable one, (the
tifain passed through numerous tun-
nels, at one point we could soe four
{facks below us, 80 Goes the road
wind around the poaks. We were
fourteen days and oight Hours in the
train; arrived at Viadivostok March |
14th and .were put in barracks till
the 17th. Viadivostok is @ port on,
the sea of Japan; it is growing rapid-|
ly. We left viadivostok March 17th
by boat across the Japan gs. to
Tsuruga, a distance of 500 miled, We
arrived there March 19th; left the
same evening for Yokohama by train,
a distance o‘ 490 miles; we made it

fifteen hours.

i Yokohama 18 & busy Japanese city.

The streets are narrow and carts,
bicycles, jinirickishes and motors go
flying past. The Japanese wear wood-
en shoes and take them off before
they enter the house. They do not
sit on chairs, but on the floor; they
have no_beds, but place the quilts on
the floor; and use hlocks of wood for
pillows. There are many nice shops
with chinaware and other pretty art-
iclen for sale. Their gardens’ are
very curious and beantiful.

We left Yokohama March 23rd on
the 8.8.Empress of Russia for Van-
couver, B. C., a distance of 4,283 miles.
Over 2,000 Chinese came over, going
to France to dig trenches and bury
the dead. Infectious diseases broke
out among them and the, ship was de-
tained for 'twenty-four hours at ‘Wil
liams’ head quarantine station, and
the Chinamen were landed ,and' ship
fumigated. Wie arrived at Vancouver
April 4th, left there April 5th for
home, and reached Georgetpwn April
12th,. five days short of-five months
from the date of leaving. Mr. Ed.
Flynn, of Charlottetown, was ship’s
carpenter; boatswain’s mate was
John Smith of Georgetown, who was
to Russia with Captain Read on the
quartermasters were: Chas.
Fitzgerald, Georgetown, John A. Mc-
Donald, Charlottetown, Herbert Turner
Toney River, N.S, John Blue, White
Sandw, P.E.1. Our cooks were a
poor lot. Not being steamboat cooks
they were seasick in rough weather
and could not do the work they ship-
ped for. Out Captain is a gentleman
and did everything in his power for
ug. All things considered L would
like to make the trip over again. In
1908 I was shipwrecked on the brig
“Aquila” and was rescued and taken
to Naples, Italy. 1 visited France and
Spain, landed in London, then went
by the Allan Line to Halifax. I have
travelled quite a lot in different coung
tries, but never saw ‘a place I like
better than this dear old Georgetown,
the place of my birth, “&”

You, however,
thought otherwise, and early in the

Messrs. Bdward Flynn, carpenter,
William Mahar and William  Butler,
firemen, and John A. McDonald, quar-
termaster, members of the crew of
the Russian icebreaker, formerly
called the J. D. Hazen arrived home
last week from Russia Mr. James
Mullins, oiler, also of this city, was
among thie returned men, but remain-
ed in Pictou. Others returning were
the following from Summerside: Oli-
ver. Carver, boatswain; W. McElvin,
and A. Arsenault, seamen. Two
others Messrs. Bacheldor and Sonier
of Summerside stayed in Montreal.
Messrs. Charles Fitzgerald, quarter-
master and Harry Kraser, caterer of
Georgetown also returned. The bha-
lance of the 24 Islanders who com-
prised the crew of 85 remained in Yo-
kohama, Japan, to await the sailing
of the next C. P. R. steamer for Van-
couver,

A represéntative of the Guardian
called on Mr. Edward Flynn last
week and gleaned a few interesting
facts about the trip-of the Islanders
to Russia.

Tha “Mikula,” as the unpronounce-
able Russian name of the ship is
known to the Canadians, sailed from
Montireal for Quebec on the 1st of De-
cember last, wherg a cargo of 500
tons of copper was taken aboard,
They sailed from Quebec on Dec. 21st
for North Sydney, arriving there on
the 26th after the roughest expe-
rience of the whole voyage, the stcrm
in the Gulf of St. Lawrence being al-
together out cof the ordinary. They
remained at North Sydney until Jan.
1st, 1917, when the big icebreaker set
sail on her voyage across the ocean
with the stay of the
“Mikula’ at North Sydney, Mr. Flynn
said he would like to ccntradict the
greatly exaggerated story which ap:
peared in the North Sydney Herald
about the conduct of the = seamen
while in that town and which was
reproduced in some P. E. Island pa:
pers. Mr. Flynn said it was true
that three or four members of the
crew did get intcxicated while on
shore leave and some arrests were
made but considering that the “Mi-
kula” hagq a crew of 85 men this was
not such an extraordinary circum-
stance. It was only after others of
(h., crew had seen the paper contain-
ing the report that they heard any-
thing abouf it, which goes tc prove
that the matter was mainly the work-
ed-up idea of a news-gatherer hard up
for something to write about.

Tha voyage from North Sydney to
Ukanke, in northern Russia, occu-
pied fourteen days. At this port.the
steamer took aboard 500 tons of coal.
Not a single ship was encountered
on the voyage across, until the ccast

ven others was stuck ii the ice and
was taken in tow up the White Sea
to within ten miles of Archangel.
Three days latey this ship was blown
up by an explosion, somg three hun-
dred lives being lost. The next port
of call was Salumbe where the car-
go of copper was discharged. The
crew next visited Archangel being
conveyed by sleighs after Captain
Reid had formally handed over the
steamer to the Russian authorities.
The crew next took train from Ar-
changel to Petrograd the Russian ca-
pital, where everything was quiet.
Here they saw many novel and in-
teresting sights. The sight which
struck them as perhaps the oddest
was to see the women engaged in all
kinds of work usually done by men,
while the latter in uniform  gaily
walked about the city.

They left. Petrograd on Ash Wed-
nesday and made the journéy by train
through Siberia. across the Ural
Mountains ty Vladivostok in sixteen
days. Y #

In Vladivostok they met sailormen
from everywhere and had no trouble
in getting along. They sailed from
there for Yckohama, Japan, a_pas-
sage of four days and here they em-
barked on the S. S. Empress of Ja:
pa for Vancouver, B. (., where they
arrived on April 4th,

Mr. Flynn brought quite a number
of very interesting souvenirs of the
trip including, specimens of all the
Rusgsian and Japanese ccpper coins,
a box containing sample speci:
mens of the minerals found in the
Ural mountains, a facsimila of one of
the peaks in the Urals made of mi-
neral specimens, a set of Russian . va-
ses, old-time tallow cangle with
which trains are lighted there, a Rus-
sian soap box with ceat of arms on
it, Russian hair-brush with mirror on
back, Russian towel, (3 yards long),
Russian and Japanese handkerchiefs
Japanese shirts, Russian anchor made
of silk, and a curious Japanese novel-
ty shaped like an egg containing six
other eggs.
