PRAISES GARDEN PROVINCE
Major J. A. MacKenzie eulogizes
Prince Edward Island at Dominion

Life 41st annual meeting.

Major J. A. MacKenzie of Char-
lottetown, the Provincial Manager of
the Dominion Life Assurance Com-
pany, was recently in Waterloo, Ont.
attending the company’s Forty-First
annual meeting. Head Office - officials
and shareholders were especially pleas-
ed to welcome Major MacKenzie as he
has brought the Prince Edward Is-
land Branch to a very prominent place
among Dominjon Life Branches.

In the New Testament the Red Sca.
is superseded by the empty tomb,
and the Resurrection of Jesus Christ
stands at the forefront of the Christ-
ian dispensation as the greatest achi-
evement of omnipotence and a pledge
of what God can do for those who
believe.”
