Magnetic Finger
New War Secret

NEW YORK, June 3—(AP)—A
new war secret, a magnetic linger
on airplanes, that pointed unerr~
ingly at submarines beneath “he
water ald that sealed Gibraltar's
straits to U-boat passage, was dis-
closed Saturday by Columbia Unl-
versity.

The finger is a magnetic detec-
tor, small enough to be attached

or trailed from the end of a cahle,
In practice it was trailed from a
cable to free it from the magnetic
influences of the plane. It picks up
and points to the magnetic dis-
turbanice of a steel ship,

This finger begins pointing in
& wide cone above a submarine,
The plane then circles until the
magnetic device says the submar-
ine is below at the right angle for
drop]pﬁng a depth bomb, The Col-
umbia annyicement said that in
the critical days after the invas-
ion of Normandy, that part ¢f the
German submarine fleet in the
Mediterranean remained hottled up
because no boat could pass Gib-
raltar, :

1. Never go swimming alone.
Even a good swimmer can get into
trouble, and if he is alone,

. Never go swimming at an un-
guarded spot, The safest swim-
ming places are beaches or pools
adequately protected by skilled
life guards, The most dangerous
are docks, piers, river banks or
other unguarded spots.

Never dive into strange wat-
er. You don't know what is on the
bottom, and might crack you head
on hidden rocks, get stuck m mud,
or run into other dangers. Slip in-
lo rirange water carefully, and ex-
plore 1t before doing any diving.

4. Dca't show off in the water,
Many an innocent prank has had
fatal results, particularly if
deep water or swift currents. Be-
sldes being dangerous, a show off
is annoying to other swimmers and
spoils_their fun.

5. Don’t attempt a rescue unless
You are a strong swimmer, Every
year many lives wre lost hecause
weak swimmels; noble impulses
overcome thelr discretion. If you
can’t swim, you'll do the most gcod
by finding someone who can. Even
if you are a good swimmer, don't
swim to a rescue if you can reach
the victim with a bcat, rope or
pele,

8. If you have been exercising
or working, be sure to cool off be-
fore plunging into cold water.
Cramps result from over-exertion
or sudden changes of temperajure.

. Don’t rock the boat. This is
old advice, but it i still  sound.
Fooling around in a small boat or
canoe is a frequent cause of acci-
dents. If you can’t swim,
