BRITISH ULTIMATUM

LONDON, May 31 — (AP)
Britain today ordered her power-
ful mid-eastern army to halt the
explosive French-Syrian fightinig
in the Levant and, in effect, served
an ultimatum on France to silence
her guns or face the consequences.

In a firmly-worded note Prime
Minister Churchill mnotified Gen.
De Gaulle that Gen. Sir Bernard
Paget, British commander-in-
chief in the Middle East, had been
ordered to ‘“intervene” to prevent
further bloodshed and to protect
Allied communication lines for the
Japanese war,

He called upon the French
leader “immediately” to order
French troops Syria to
cease fire and ithdraw to
their barracks “in order to a-
vold a collision between Bri-
tish and French forces.”
