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THE HOME RULE BILLS OF MR. GLADSTONE.

The late Mr. Gladstone, famous
Liberal leader of the United King-
dom, was at first opposed to Home
Rule for Ireland, but in the early
eighties of the last century he began
to come round in its favor. One
thing that had great weight with him
was that the Imperial Parliament
was terribly. cumbered and qver-
weighted by the multiplicity and vol-
ume of the business with which it
had to deal. In 1886 he introduced
his first Home Rule bill. His second
bill was introduced in 1893,

Both these bills withheld from the
proposed Irish Parliament the power
to deal with matters of defence, for-
eign policy, the colonies, customs,
excise and the post office. The first
bill | excluded Irish representatives
from the House of Commons alto-
gether. The second bill (as amended
