In
the west her effort to contain the Allied invasion bridgehead in Normandy
is rising to its crisis, Only commitment of major Nauzi strategio reserves
to decisive battle in that most remote theatre on the western front con-
ceivably could wall off the Allies’ ever growing invasion army. That Ger-
man commanders in Italy and in the east are desperately pleading for
reinforecement also goes without saying.

It remains to be scen whether cv ents in the east and the west ex-
erting compelling pressure on the German high command to move heavy
reserves in both directions may not result in enemy abandonment of the
wllllc_ltallan Peninsula with no more than delaying actfons.

Moreover, it has harbor facilities
capable of supplying fighting ships.

American casualties in Salpan
through June 28 totalled 9,752 of
which 1,474 were Killed.
