THE FUTURE OF FUR-FARMING

Much has been heard respecting the
fabulous prices paid for silverfox
gkins, and, stimulated by the hope
of big profits, many companies have
gone into the bhusiness of farming
foxes.

Now, the value of a silver-fox pelt
ie largely subjective. Its cold-ex-
cluding power and its wearing qual-
ities are not any greMer than those
of an ordinary dog-skin. The fox fur
is more beautiful, but beautiful alone
cannot account for the great differ-
ence in price. The high price of the
fox is due to its rarity, and its rar-
ity, is prized because it pleases the
vanity of the wearer to display some
thing that ordinary people cannot
afford. At the present time, there-
fore, fur-farming merely panders to
the luxurious tastes of a few rich
people. Society as a whole would be
little the poorer if every silver-fox
ranch went bankrupt to-morrow.

Is this to be the future of the in-
dustry? Or will the fur-farmers, once
the boom is over, kettle down to the
prosaic business of providing com-
mon furs for veovle of moderate
means? Not till this comes to pass
will fur-farming take rank with other

cupations ‘that furnish us with
taple articles of clothing. It can
gnr become as important or as
indamental as sheep-raising or cot,
ton-growing, but it shonld certainly
thake as high a ﬂnco in the world’
economy as rearing silk-worms. The
