“The Real Story of Tunis

There was disappointment last winter when
the British 1st Army, after advancing to within
15 miles of the City of Tunis, was forced to
withdraw and form a defensive line. But the
stoppage of its victorious advance is intelligibie,
says an exchange, now that it is no longer ne-
cessary to comccal the fact about its numerica}
weakness. Most people naturally thought the
1st Army was a complete army, but it was not
even an army corps. Indeed, it was little more
than a division.

The composition of the British forces which
originally invaded Tunisia was two infantry
brigades of the 78th Division, two battalions of
parachute trocps, two Commandos, and a com-
posite force known as the Blade force, composed
of a regiment of British tanks, a battalion of
American tanks, a motorized company of the
Rifle Brigade, a battalion of parachute troops, a

battery of horse artillery and  some armored
cars of the Derbvshire Yeomanry, the divisional
artiflery and ancillary services. It was landed

with transport on an assault scale only, as it
was not expected to advance so far and so soon
as it did.

This force, never numbering more than 20,-
000 mwn, put up a magnificent fight against
olds, and s s about its valor and en-
are now heing released.

Per-
iodically he would lay down his pen to appear
in the House with warnings of coming wrath,
but it was the day of the League and of the
“peace ballots™, and his voice went largely un-
heeded

The rest is contemporary history ; the things
which have made Churchill the greatest figure
in British politics since Pitt.  Stll he remains

a party leader, the greatest Conservative since

Disraeli, but in a sense he belongs to all parties;
and the venerable National Liberal Club, the
holy city of fighting Liberalism in the days of
Gladstone; is proud to rescue his portrait from its
cellar and unveil it honorably on its walls. It
is a great tribute to Churchill, but a tribute as
well to the sportsmanship and patriotism of Bri-
tish political parties.

There are those who will accuse
Dr. Henry C. Sherman of setting
up a straw vegetable in his attack
on spinach in “The Sciengg of
Nutrition,” recently published, says
The New York Sun.

Spinach,
says Dr. Sherman, contains a rela-
tively large amount of oxalic acid,
undesirable in itself, but doubly
undersirable in that it renders un-
available the calcium that spinach
contains. Many other green foods,
such as kale, broccoll, water cress,
collards and looseleaf lettuce, are
virtually free from oxalic acid and
are important sources of calcium.,
The amateur gardener could lodge
another complaint about spinach.
It is fairly easy to grow yet rather
choosy about seasons. Its principal
weakness is that it is in so much
of a hurry to go to seed. Prob-

The parts are
delivered from the main works and
the finished products, after being
inspected in the shop, are sent back
