‘the sound pictures were of grea
interest to all Air Raids Precaut-
ion workers as well as Lo citizens.
Behind the scene “shots’ of war-
torn Europe and England during
the air “bitz” were inciuded in the
three timely films.

“The Battle of France”. It was a
vivid account of the terrible des-
truction * wreaked by the dreaded
German Luftwatfe in the oifensive
which preceeded the fall of the
French Republic.

less bombings of innocent civilians
by the Germans was clearly dem-
onstrated in this remarkable film.
Finally the face of Marshal Petain
was flashed on the screen as the
surrender of France was described.

The sccond . film was entitled,
“Warning” and it held an import-
ant message for the peoples of all
free lands living under the threat
of invasion, The picture was pre-

ared to show the protection the

ritish Government had taken to
safeguard its populace. Following
mobilization and the outbreak of
war, the English people were quick-
ly organ: for A R work,
Wardens, decontamination squads,
auxiliary firemen, Red Cross work-
ers, police, and other services were
{grmed rapidly from civilian volun-
er's,

The very efficient system with
which these workers handled the
serious air raids, which consequent-
lljy hit their homeland, was amply

emonstrated, Every possible meas-
we was taken to ensure the safety
of the people as wave after wave of
enemy planes poured their destruc-
tive cargoes on the defenseless pop-
ulace, The A, P, workers, cool-
headed, tireless men and women,
went about their tasks  with
thoroughness and were respon®ble
for avoiding more wide-spread loss
of life and property, as well as suce-
ceeding .in. keeping up ihe motale
of the people.

The final picture was called,
“Fighting Fire Bombs”, and
clearly demonstrated the safest and
Surest means_of dealing with in-
cendiary bombs. The way these
bombs operated was clearly shown
as well as several effective ways of
coping with them,

The films were shown by Mr. N.
