Daily ration for
Troops overseas

OTTAWA, Jan. 22—(CP)—Can~
adian troops now serving in the
United Kingdom will be affected to
the same degree as other British
troops by the War Office orcer re-
ducing the daily ration of meat,
bread and flour.

The British order, announced by
War Secretary Margesson, reduces
the daily meat ration from 19 o 8
ounces, bread from 12 to 10 ounces,
and flour from 2% to two ounces.

Canadian troops in Canada..re-
ceive a daily meat allowance of 14
ounces and 12 ounces of bread. The
bread ration recently cut from 14
ounces: daily, not due to any short-
age, but because 12 ounses Wwas
found to be adequate for the aver-
age man. Flour at present is is-
sued as desired, and then in quan-
ties of 14 ounces per man.

Ford Co. says

Truck building

DETROIT, Jan. 22—(AP)—The
Ford Motor Company in a state-
ment today asserted that instead
of slowing" down production of
“pigmy” trucks as charged by R.
J Thomas, president of the Con-
gress of Industrial Organizations
United Automobile Workers, it has
taken steps “designed to put all
possible speed” behind the Job.

The Ford Company and tw
other concerns are manufacturing
the small command and reconnais-
sance cars for the United States
army.

Thomas, in a statement, charg-
ed that the war department had
changed specifications ~ for _the
trucks at the request of the Ford
Company, “in such a way as to
reduce materially  the military
value of cars ordered from Ford.”
He asserted also that ‘“the Ford
Company also manoeuvred to get
from government sources priority
on delfvery of axles for these cars.”

The Ford statement sald the
trucks require a special front axle
because they are four wheel drive
vehicles.

LONDON, Jan. 22 —(CP) —New [
selection boards for Home Guard
officers are bzing appointed, and
commanders who do not satis®y the
new conditions of merits and effi-
clency will be asked to resign with-
out complaining, Sir Edward Grigg,
Under-Secretary for War announc-
ed in the House of Commons.

“The force was made in haste,”
he said. “Those who made the frst
appoiniments could not then have
had a cleay conception of the duties
of the Home Guard. It is no re=-
flection on any member of the
Home Guard to say that his orginal
appointment now should be review-
ed, I am sure the decision will be
accepted in a patriotic and disin-
terested  spirit.” .

The selection boards will consist
almost ent'rely of Home Guard
members. Sir Edward sald he was
determined to maintain the free-<
and-easy natute of the Home
Guard. It was not, he said, a ‘play-
ground for brass hats.”

The boards will recommend ap=
pointment of area and zone com=
manders who, when approved, will
join the selection boards to name
battalion commanders. Company
commanders will be consulted in se-
lection of platoon commanders,

An age limit of 65 is f'xed for
ranks of battalion commanders
downwards. Higher officers on ad-
ministrative work may be older but
it is stipulated that from battalion
commanders downwards, all officers
must be physically fit for soldicraw
under  act‘ve service conditions
should emergency require.

Previous military service is not
to be regarded as necessavy for ap-

proval as officers. Commissions can-
not normally be resigned at less
than three month’s notice, and the
existing fortnight's notice for the
rank and file is to stand.
