FRANCISCO, Sept. 30—
.(AP)—An experiment which may
mean that the cause of cancer
has been found was reported to-
day from  Stanford University
medical school.

Dr. John Frederick Menke, re-
search surgeon, announced in
Science, the publication of the
American Assoclation for the Ad-
vancement of Sclence, that he
had succeeded, apparently for the
first time in any ~ laboratory, in
extracting a substance from hu-
man cancer that would produce
cancers in experimental animals,

The experiments were not suf-
ficiently convincing in Dr. Menke’s
mind to warrant the definite con-
clusion that a cancer-causing fac-
tor had been found. Other experi-
ments are under way which will
determine finally whether this is
true,

The cause of cancer has  been
one of the foremost mysteries of
medical science. For years experi-
menters have known that many
substances, particularly coal tar
by-products, some kinds of par-
affin and certain compounds con-
taining sex hormones, would pro-
duce the malignant growth.

But sclentists never have learn-
ed exactly what substances with-
in these otherwise harmless ¢om-
pounds was the real agent of can-
cer,

If Dr. Menke's discovery fin-
ally %roves itself, and if the pro-
cess he uses can be reversed, it
means that dical science in the
future may be able to prevent
cancer.

At present cancer is treated only
after it appears, There is no point
in trying to prevent in it healthy
persons, simply because doctors
do not kn\v the exact nature of
the disease they are trying to
prevent.
