Fighting in Rotterdam

The most dramatic invasion and
the most spectacular fighting of
all was in the heart of Rotterdam.

There. where the roar of hund-
reds of planes s:mt the population
of 600,000 into the streets at 4
o'clock in the morning, the Ger-
mans managed to land great troop
transport planes in the middle of

the Nieuwe Maas River, which
cuts through the city, and put
troops - ashore in rubber boats.

Other troops billowed dsown on the
Waalhaven Airport to the south.

But tonight, flerce fighting
proceeded in the streets and
the invaders pounded with in-
cendiary shells and counter-
attacked by Duich marines,
were in a precarious position.

The Germans, armed only with
machine guns and rifles, were
confined almost entirely to the
left bank of the river. The rein-
forcod Dutch troops et fire to
the Nazis' hotel hieadquarters with
meendiary shells and threatened to
deatroy the German forces ho'ding
the great bridge acrcss the river.

Germans captured

These troops were encircled and
40 had been captured up to this
evening.

Flames lighted the German-occu-
pled sector with a red glow as the
old Maas -hctel, frem which they
were operating, was fired by the
Duteh cannon and the tire spread,

War Machine Into Action

While this great political change
was taking place, Britain’s war ma-
chine smoothly went into action
to meet the Nazi total war, on
land, in the sea and in the alr.
From early morning long lines of
British and French troops march-
ed from France into Belgium, their
tedious months of waiting at an
end. Overhead darted Allied fight-
ers and bombers protecting the
marching armies and bombing en-
emy-occupied airports in the Neth-
erlands.

Tanks, armored cars and long
columns of army ftrucks rumbled
and clanked along the roads while

Peasant girls pelted the singing
soldiers with flowers.
At sea were the Britlsh and

French navies, their guns trained
toward the east, determined that
Germany must never build  sub-
marine bases on  Belgian and
Dutch soil

British troops bhegan to he tak-
en across the channel stretch to
fight on Dutch soil.

Within 30 minutes after re-
/oeiving anpeals for help from
Holland and Belgium early this
morning Britain and France
went into action, setting the
stage for the first big land bat-
tle of the war.

In a few hours these develop-
ments indicated the sudden ac-
celeration in the tempo of war

as Britain and France countered
the German thrust at their vital
flanks:—
The Royal Alr Force called for
volunteers.
Britain reserved the right to re-
taliate for hombing of civillans.
R. A. F. planes bombed Ger-
man troops and German-occupied
airports in Holland.
Iceland was taken under Britain's
rotection to prevent any pos-
sibilities the Nazis would establish
submarine or alr bases there.
All R .A. F. personnel was re-
called,
The Ministry of Home Security
asked every Briton to carry his gas
mask and watch for invading para-
chute jumnvers.

ing the Allies. .

At the same time it paid tribute
to Neville Chambverlain's unselfisl:-
ness i‘rtl agreeing to serve in  any
capacity.

The Daily Mail said Mr. Churchill
“will be hailed by the people as the
man called by destiny to serve the
nation in this grave hour.”

The Daily Telegraph  considered
he has the qualities “to make his
arduous_task glorious.” :
The T.mes: “The new Prime
Minister chosen from among Mr.
Ohamberlain's closest  colleagues
will be able to ensure there is no
dangerous Lacuna {n policy, no
hesitation in the supreme exer-
ticns to which the nation now Is

summoned.”
The Mirror felt sure that Mr.
Chamberlain’s resignation was

prompted by a high seifse of duty
and declared it was the duty of
the nation to rally round Mr.
Churchill,

The News Ohronicle said Britain
has full confidence in Mr, Church-
{lI's leadership, while The Cardiff
Western Mail expressed the opim-
fon that nothing in Mr. Chamber-
lain’s political career became him
lillc_e,his farewell to the Premlier-
shiip.

The Daily Express said: "“The
whole Norwegian campaign was &
decoy to carry off our forces from
The Netherlands. ...The people of
this country stend U™Mted behind
the figure of Mr. Churchill. No
man s better fitted to form a war-
time cabinet. He will answer dar-
ing with daring.”

Farﬁ;k
Delayed By
Cold Weather

Owing to the backward cold
weather of the past week, farming
operations in the Province have

been delayed. However, a few days
of sunshine will bring about the
rush of spring work and seceding as
the ground is firm and about ready
for cultivation
Present indications point to a
good clover and hay crop and with
favorable growing conditions during
the month of June, prospects for
an increased yield are promising.
The Department of Agriculture
has arranged its field services this
vear to give every facility to its
premotional work in all parts of the
Province. The Prince County office
at O'Leary has been_ placed in
charge of Mr, W. J. Reid while the
new office at Montague will be in
charge of Mr. L. K kerby, The
Queen's County field work will be
taken care of by Mr. S. C. Wright.
‘The Department will supervise the
work of the different field staffs.
The demand of the Empire in its
war food requirements has stimulat-
ed production along channels of
greatest needs and as a result tie
hog population of the Island has
shown a large increase. Il is esti-
mated that the number of hogs in
the Province will be increased, this
vear, by 30 percent over last vear's
{igures,
In order to provide for sat'sfac-
tory feed stuffs the Department has
promoted an increased acreage of
bariey and in order to insure an
adequate supply or  good bar'ey
seed, substantial quantities have
been purchased and it will be dis-
tributed to any station in the Pro-
vince at cost price to the farmers.
It is expected 2,000 bushels will be
sent out on a cash in advance

basis.

The response to this program, the
Department reports, has been satis-
factory and it is felt that an in-
crease will be made during the pres-
ent week in the total volume of
feed stuffs necessary for finishing

purposes.

Efforts are still being made to
secure improvement in conditions
which affect feed costs and although
no definite pronouncements have
been made in this connection, nev-
ertheless it is hoped that more ac-
ceptable rates on imported
irom Western Canada will be
tained.

There is considerable stimulation
in the dairy industry of the Pro-
vince as a result of the increased
demands for beef from the United
Kingdom. Cattle have come through
the winter in good shape and with
favorable pastures, the supply ot
dairy products should be above that
of last year.

~The anticipated shortage of hay
in different parts of the Province
aid 1ot materialize, Oat  supplies

are also mletiuatc and the price for
this commodity too high for this
time of year.

Conditions, even in view of the
high costs for imported feeds, are
not discouraging. At tke present
stage it would not appear as 1f price
levels for finished products will un=
dergo rapid advancement and there
may be a tendency in some quariers
towards discouragement. A per-
manent policy of production based
on the foundation of quality and
efficiency should predominate 0
that farmers may be in a position
to render the fullest service to the
Empire, as need arises and at the
same time take advantage of any
enhancement in price levels that
may develop, it is stated.

During the coming week, Dr. Tay-
lor. Federal Inspector of Horses,
will arrive in the Province and the
inspection of all stalllons, not pre-
viously graded, will be conducted.

Communique

AMSTERDAM, May 11 —(Satur-

day)—(AP)-—The text of the Dutch
commander in chief's communique
early today follows:—
A German {lying officer who has
been taken prisoner made the state-
ment that the German _ high
command until this morning did not
dare inform their own officers about
the intended violation of Dutch
neutrality which Holland had main-
tained strictly on all sides,

In contradiction to the communi=
que of the German h‘ih command
in which it is denied that 70 Ger-
man airplanes have bheen shot down
by us, I state that this number has
increased to more than 100.

Moreover, on  one of the air-
fields that was captured by Dutch
troops 14 undamaged enemy planes
fell into Dutch hands.

All airfields that had been
cupied by the Germans are now
our hands except one.

A shameless act was committed by
German troops when g} German of=
ticer named Hohendorf, who was in
command, t-reatened to kill captured
Dutch troops who had  been in
charge of an airfield if the Dutch
should tire against the airfield,

The Germans succeeded in — ex-
tinguishing the fire set by incen-
diary shel's in the Maas hotel, their
Rotterdam headquarters, and con-
tinued to hold that building.

Naiismgt;ek
Excuses For
Bombing Cities

LONDON, May _10—(CP)—Bri-
tain tonight denied a Berlin re-
port that Allied planes had bomb-

ed an open town (Freiburg) and
killed 24 civilians,
At the air ministry the report

was described as “quite untrue and
a further example of German
mendacity.”

BERLIN, May 10—(AP)—Ger-
man authorities claimed tonight
that three “enemy’” plancs bombed
the ‘“open city” of Freiburg in
southwestern Germany this after-
noon, Kkilling 24  civillans. They
boasted that Germany “will an-
swer five-fold' The bhombs were
said to have dropped in the centre
of the city.

A communique said:—

“On May 10 three enemy air-
planes attacked with bombs the
open city of Freiburg in Breisgau,
which ‘lies entirely outside oper-
nltmm: and is not a military objec-
tive,

“Bombs fell on the
and killed 24 civilians.

“As a reprisal for this action,
which is contrary to international
law, the German air force will an-
swer in the same manner.

“From now on every further reg-
ular enemy bombing attack on the
German pepulation will be an-
swered five_fold by German planes
on an English or French city.”

Many small towns in south Hol-
land were bombed. A number of
houses were destroyed at Tilburg
and several civilians killed or
wounded; in the village of Etta,
near Breda, all windows in the
place were broken and the roof
torn off the church,
