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DEAD DOGS THAT BARK

Dr. Marage of Paris, who a short
time ago demonstrated his discovery
that voice sounds are produced by
the larynx  exclusively, has lieen
showing the Academy of Science that
dead dogs can be made to bark af-
even howl most dismally. The im-
portance of his experiments lies in
his theory that in a person suffering
from a lost voice a slight electric
shock given the larynx may restore
its - muscular activity and hence be
attended by a return of voice.

While studying the functions of the
lavynx he hit on the curious fact
that dead animals, by means of elec-
tric aetion on the larynx, can be
mader to emit the same sounds gas
when they were alive. He applied a
feeble electric current to certain mus-
cles of the throat of a dead dog,
which immediately caused it: to bark,
The sound was produced evidently by
a series of simple' contractions. of
the larynx causing a vibration. He
multiplied his experiments and found
that big dead hounds, for instance,
could be made to emit a deep-voiced
bark as if they were alive, and small-
er dogs could be made to produce a
long, pitiful .howl, such as is usually
heard when they are said to be bark-
ing or howling at the moon, The var-
ious kinds of howls and barks can be
produced at will by changing the el
ectric current.

A TUBERCULOSIS FORE.

PHILADELPHIA, June 8--Vacant-
lot farming as a cure for tubarculos-
is in incipient and advanced cases,
being advocated by physicians who
have in their charge patients too
poor or otherwise unable to vigit
sanatoria,

James H. Dix, superintendent of the
Vacant Lots Association, declared
yesterday that there are a score of
men and women suffering trom tuber-
culosis who are gaining health and
strength, as well as helping to sup-
port themselves, on city lots. He
cited one instance of a man 56 years
old who was ordered to give up his

work as a moulder on account of ili-
health,and ‘who was prevented on ac-
count of poverty entering a sanato-
rium. This man last year produced
§40 from his garden, and grew suffi-
cient vegetables to keep his family
all summer.

The association is keeping a lcose
account this year of returns fre
lots, with a view to making compa-
risons as to the amount of vege-
tables and produce raised. So far it
