SWEARING VOTERS.

Some verbal complaints have reached'
THE GUARDIAN, and we have ‘the indig-
nant letter of Refermer, which appears in
anothercolumn, in regard to administer-
ing oaths to voters at the polls. Forsome
reason not fully explained, there 'appears
to have been more of this sort ofithing at
the recent polling,or at least more in some
localitiesthan has been usual at elections.
The general subject is one that is worth
considering and it is by no means so
simple or one-sided:as our- correspondent
Reformer appears to think. The election
law provides some six forms of oath, one

to any person claiming to vote and whose
right to vote may be challenged.
Thus a person claiming to vote may be

21 years of age, that he isqualified to vote.

and so, that he has not already voted, or
that he has not received or been promised
a bribe. The theory of the law isthat the
elector must have certain qualifications
and be free from certain possible disabili-
ties, that he must of Himself know that
he is qualified and not in any way under
disability to vote, and shall if required
attest on oath that he is entitled. to vote.
‘We need not here discuss the necessity of
"thése provisions. No oné will contend that
‘minors, or citizens SE a foreign state, or

assist in the election of members of
Parliament.

There are certain things which all men -
bers of a community know about each
other and their qualifications to exercise
the voting privilege. There are other
things which are known only to the indi-
vidual himself, and the law provides an
oath as the means by which the individ-
ual’s conscience may be searched as to
certain t.hings'e'ither known only to him-
self, or better known (o him than to other
men. If he isunder the prescribed age,
or has mot the required property, he
probably knows it,though other men may
not. If he has been bribed, he certainly
knows the fact, It may be said that a.
man who will take a bribe will also take
the bribery oath and so perjure himself.
But this is not always true. We are in-
formed that at a sinzle poll in the election
just passed, as many as 17 persons who
claimed to vote refused to take the bribery
But for that obstacle they would
have voted. It was a good thing and not
a bad thing that they were thus prevented
from voting.

There is no doubt, and the fact is a re-
grettable one, that these election oaths
are sometimes administered not enly un-

| necessarily, but with the intent to cause
annoyance to voters who are} well-known
to be in possession of good qualifications
and to be entirely above suspicion as to
their personal integrity. This practice
cannot be too strongly condemned. It is
also true that the candidate or party who
eauses the oath to be administered thus
unnecessurily, or with the purpose of an-

moyance, usually suffers from such action,
B 1t we think a qualified elector ought not
to be unduly sensitive in the matter of
b:zing sworn. We recall an instance in
which a venerable man, well known and
fairly wealthy, was thus confronted with
the bribery oath. He replied,*‘I will take
the ofith most cheerfully, and I will add to
it that I have been a voter for sixty years
and at no election during that time did I
ever veceivea bribe.”
