LONDON, Oct. 30—(CP) —Air
| Raid Precautions are costing Bri-
tain £104,000,000 ($460,720,000) an-
rually at the present rate of ex-
| penditure, it is estimated by Coun-
olllor C. P. Grobel, chairmen of
the Finchley Civil Defence Emerg-
ency Committee. .

Mr. Grobel, a solicitor in civil
life, told reporters his estimate
was based on current expenditures
for salaries, wages and transporta-
tion, but did not include the huge
cost, of materials used in bullding
shelters and reinforcing build-
ings.

His figure works out to a shilling
a week for every man, woman and
child in the country. They were
published at a time when the pub-
lic wes becoming restive over what
i considered extravagance and pos-
sible chiselling.

Amateur Flyer
Pleads Guilty

To Slaying

MACON, MO., Nov. 1—(AP)—
Barnest Pletch, 29-year-old Indiana
amateur flyer, was sentenced to life
imprisnment late today after he
pleaded guilty, in a surprise move,
to the fantastic airplane slaying of
Carl pivens, Brookfield, Mo., flying
instructor.

Circuit judge Harry J. Libby sald
sentence wes in accordance with
the wish of Biven's widow—that
Pletch not be given the deaih pen-
alty.

Sentence was proncunced just
five days after Pletch and Bivens
left the Brookfield alrport in a
pborrowed plane. Pletch, known as
a “flying Lochinvar,” ‘old the pros-
ecuting attorney Vincent S. Moody
he shot and killed Bivens without
cause as they flew 5000 feet above
Macon County. '

Judge Libby told Pletch that in
sentencing him to life 1mprison-
ment he would have to _promise
he would never apply for & pardon
or parole. Pletch said he would

make the promise.

WAR SITUATION

Calls Ambassadofs
To Berlin From
European Capitals.|

BERLIN, Nov. 1 —(AP) Ger-
many started calling the roll of
her Ambassadors tonight to deter-
mine whether the war situation
was altered by such developments
as the Soviet Russian-Finnish
negotiations, Russia’s outline of
her foreign policy, Premier Mus-
solini’s Cabinet shake-up and the
Rome-Berlin axis relations with
Turkey.

The German _Ambassador to
Moscow, Count Friedrich Werner
Von Der Schulenburg, was sum-
moned home to make a  report
which an authorized spokesman
sald “certainly should be good
news.”

The Nazi Ambassador to Italy
Hans-Georg Viktor Von Mac-
Kensen already has submitted his
osservations on the significance of
yesterday’s shake-up in the Fascist
le.dership and Premier Mussolini's |
keen interest in Turkish foreign:
policy. He arrived from Rome
earlier in the week.

As to Turkey herself, Ambas-
sador Franz Vc. Papen has “een
sent back to Ankara after report-
ing on the circumstances which
drew Turkey into the British-
French front after she declined to
make a pact with Russia.

There were indications the chang-
ing political situation in eastern
Europe from Finland the Dard-
anelles was being watched with
closest attention by Adolf Hitler
and that he desired orecise and di-
rect reports from his diplomatic
observers,

At the chancellery and the for-
eign office there was no surface
indication that Germany is any-
thing but satisfied with the Soviet
dec'aration of neutrality which was
made yesterday by the Premier and
Forelgn Commissar, Vyacheslaff
Molotoff, and which the Germans
sald they regarded as distinctly
benevolent.

Officials ridiculed foreign re-
port: that Germany was disappoint-
ed Lecallse Molotoff did not an-
nounce a military alliance with
‘Germany.
