Lewis Looks For -
More Power With
Coal Plus Steel

WASHINGTON, March 11—The
fmminent threat, of a gigantic strike
in the Uniteaq States steel industry
sppears « have been removed by
United States Steel Corporation’s
surprise recognition of the United
Mine Workers of John L. Lewis.
But “Big Boy" Lewis has set a ball
rolling that appears destined to go
stull farther, into oil fields and oth-
er ramifications of American in-

dustry.
The steel strike glowered on the
horizon earlier this year when

bristling Joln L. told the world:
“When indu al democracy is es-
tablished in °! the main obstacle
to its wider application will be re-
moved.”

Chairman of the Committee for
Industrial Organization, Lewis ra-
ther hoped the Morgans, Melons
and others who finance the steel
industry would try to bleck his

path, for ond them he saw
steel's un 1 labor battalicns
500,000 o enlist in the army

0 400,000 coal miners he calls his
‘pecple.

With the strength of coal plus
steel labor behind him he could lay
& guiding hand on 25,000,000 Amer-
fcan totlers’ shoulders. His sober,
scowling face coud view at close
range the heartbeat of all the cor-
porations that hire these men. “No
backward step,” he bellowed—the
eiy that brought him up from the
obscurity- of a Welsh immigrant
miner's home at Lucas, Iowa, to
pinnacles of labor power,

Lewis is so sold on his doctrine
of industrial democracy that he be-
lieves he can force it at one. gulp
on the steel industry and the balk-

ing American Federation of Labor
hewded by Willam Green. When
tie Federation voled down Lewis’
Sciaeme at an international conven-
tlon last year he laid plans for the
big Iight on his career. ne shaped
8 dozen or 15 of the Feueralion's
unions into the tamous C. I. O. In
& few monihs he claimed for C. I.
0. 1,50000v of the Federation's 3,-
900,000 members,

Then he was ready to show what
he coud do. There was the Akron
rubber stiike. Lewis ciaimed a vic-
tory. The glass sirike followed and
hen came the attack on the citadel
of the duPonts, General Motors,
steel’s No. 1 customer.

Lewis' aucomotive - followers sat
down .and in the 44 days of acri-
monious sirife that fcllowed both
sides courted Dame Public so as-
siducusly that serious violence care-
fully was avoided.

The doctrine that galvanizes Lewis
is not the “one big union” of the
old Industrial Workers of the World
nor the Federal Unions propased by
the A. F. of L. to cover the new in-
dustria. organization,

It is unionization by industries in
the mass-production field. ‘“The
product flows —in - unbroken line
across craft divisions,” argues John
L. “Even these old crafts are form-
ed into semi-skilled jobs by mod-
ern machinery. Workers think of
themselves as auto workers, rubber
workers, not as machinists or sheet
metal workers or carpenters.”
