Christmas Parfait

1 cup sugar

1-2 cup water

2 cups whipping cream

2 eggs

1-2 cup maraschino cherries

2 rings green candied pineapple
1 teaspoon flavoring
Method:Cook sugar and water

until the syrup spins a thread.

Pour -this in a thin strcam over

the well beaten egisyolks and beat

until the mixture is cool. Beat the
egg whites very stiff and fold in

t the syrup mixture.

1 lb. cranberries

1 cup sugar

1 cup water

1 pkg. rasYberry jelly

1 cup boiling water

1-4 cup lemon juice

1-2 teaspoon salt

1 cup diced apgles

1 cup finely chopped celery
Method: Cut cranberries in small
pleces or put them through the
food chopper. Add the water and
sugar and cook until the berries
are, tender. Dissolve the jelly in
the cup of boiling water and add
the lemon juice and salt. Pour
this over the cjanherries and mix
the two, making sure that the jelly
is all dissolved.

When it begins to thicken, fold
in the finely diced apples and the
celery which has beeén cut very
small. Turn into moulds which
have been oiled and rinsed with
cold water and chill until very
firm.
