say we are at war.” That was
Mr. MoGreer's first official  inti-
mation that the war had begun.

He said that the Japanese laid
down various restrictive regulations
but allowed the Legation staff to
take daily walks provided a police
guard went along “‘for our own pro-
tection.” He saw no hostile move
made toward members of the Lega-
tion staff while on these walks. He
observed no special “war fever” in
Tokyo and everything went along
normally until the bombing raid by
American airmen,

Impressed by Raid
“I did notice they seemed to be
deeply impressed by the raid,” said
Mr. McGreer. He felt aware of the
reaction on his walk the day after
the raid but he heard no comment

& on it. The English-language propa-

ganda newspaper, made accessible to
him carried long accounts of the
rald with impressive claims as to

the number of planes shot down *I to

saw only one plane, which I believe
was American, flying very low,
which might possibly have been in
difficulty.” He said the raid obvious-
ly avoided the residential districts
of Tokyo and remarked that the
anti-aircraft defence semed *“very
good.” He added that the frail
homes of the Japanese masscs
would be easy tinder to well placed
incendiaries.

Pressed for comment on reports
of Japanese brutality to United
Nations prisoners Mr. McGreer at
first said nothing and then re-
marked guardedly: “There may
have been several cases where
there may have been cause for
complaint but on the whole we
were treated fairly well.”

He said that the Japs’ great
characteristic was his sense of pub-
lic duty and it was on this that
the Japanese military leaders were
basing tQeir hopes for continued
all-out support for thé Nipponese
war effort, He thought that if the
Russians failed to hold the Cau-
casus the United Nations faced the
prospect of “a very long war in
the east.”” He did not elaborate on
this point.

Canucks Great Fighters

W. H. Poy, for 14 years in the
service of the Canadian tradv
commissioner at Hong Kong, sald
the psychological effect of the ar-
rival of Canadian soldiers in Hong
Kong was great on both the native
population and the readying Jap
invaders. “It was a definite dem-
onstration of the solidarity of the
union of allies,” he added. He said
the Canadians had put up a stub-
born resistance and “their record
as wonderful fighters will long be
remembered.”

The group of 15 missionairies,

Newspapers
Exempt From
Price Ceiling

OTTAWA, Aug. 26—(CP)— The
Wartime Prices and Trade Board
announced today removal of the
over-all price ceiling from Canad-
ian an import newspapers,
magazines and periodical public-
ations in general, leaving the press
“free to adjust rates and saf:guard
Its revenues.”

‘The exemption lies to news-
stand and street sale prices. Adver-
tising ratcs already are exempt.

In announcing its deccision, the
bcard said e careful survey by the
administrator of publishing, print.
ing and Allied industrics showed
that while Jarger revenues had
offset higher operating ccsts In
194) and 1941, revenues recently
bad suffered a “serious decline.”

“There are 100 many variations
of circumstances to ceal with eich
case individuaily so as to
4 control of price,” e boar
“Accordingly ‘it
to remove the over all Price ceilng
and ledve the press frce to adjust
