Midsummer Night’'s Dream, Act

Was there ever a cruder scene than
the presentation of the ‘lamentable
comedy’’ of “Pyramus and Thisby,”’
by the hard-handed men of Athens at
the marriage festivities of Theseus
and Hippolyta? It was the crudest,
clumsiest of farces, but Theseus and
his queen enjoyed it. Their simple
subjects, through a sgense of duty,
quitted their trades, turned them-
selves into actors to do honor to theip
ruler, and he and his queen appreci-
ated the spirit in which the task wasg
performed,

Somewhat similar scenes are enact-
ed in. modern times when kings and
presidents visit remote corners of
their countries.
