But Yanofsky
Prefers Chess

NEW YORK, March 20—(CP)—
Do you long to amaze and myst-
ify your friends at parties?

John Scarne is your man. He
has invented a two-man parlor
game which chess master Abe
Yanofsky admits is “probably the
most complicated” to e dreamed
up since chess.

Yesterday Scarne and Yanofsky
—the 22-year-old Winnipeg chess
expert — got together to  discuss
the relative merits of Scarne
(pronounced Scar-nee) and chess.
After?a careful look at the new
table sport, Yanofsky sald he
didn’t think that Scarne was
quite ready to replace chess—but
he admitted that Scarne was “a
good and interesting” game.

Scarne, a stocky, cigar-chewing
gentleman with a New Jersey ac-
cent, spent the war years expos-
ing crooked gamblers in the arm-
ed services of the United States.
He took nine years to develop
the game which bears his name
and he claims that its 40,000,000
(count 'em) starting positions
and high cerebral demands make
it the most revolutionary devel-
opment in the games world since
a Persign king dreamed up a war
game 2,000 years ago which now
is known as chess.

(Chess, by 'the way, has only 20
opening moves but they jump to
400 on the next move, 70,000
within a few more and an infin-
itely greater number than 40,000,-
000 before the game ends.)

Scarne (according to- Scarne) is
so simple that a child can learn
it in a few minutes, But he adds
that it also is so comdlex that an
expert could spend years on it
Before figuring out all the posit-
{ons.

It was at that point that Yan-
ofsky and Bob Wade of Wel-
lington, N. Z, were called in to
give an opinlon. Yanofsky has
just returned from a successful
tour of Europe during which he
played as many as 40 simultan-
cous games of chess. Wade, 26,
is a former New Zealand cham-
pion who also played top tourna-
ment chess in Europe. b
