Suggests Rotarians
Use Influence

The Rev. Daniel Fogarty, Tor-
onto, told Rotarians at their
luncheon yesterday that they are
exerting a powerful influence to-
ward a better world, and that_they
might go much further, He sug-
gested that not only as a club, but
as individuals they take a personal
Interest in organizing the sandlot
games of the rising generation. The
Rotarian could personally supervise
to see that the biggest or toughest
boy was not always the pitcher or
catcher andfthat the ideals of fair
played were observed.

This spirit which could easily be
fostered on the sandlots might also
be carrled over into our internat-
lonal relations, said the speaker.
The world would be a lot more

comfortable place if the big nat-
jons did not always want to play
the principal roles delegating the
smaller and weaker nations to the
outfield or even to the spectators
bench, '

Rev. Mr. Fogarty said he has had
a4 warm regard for Rotary ever
since the club in his hcme town
made it possible for him to attend
summer camp when he was a small
boy. Members of the club seem to
be always doing good, and just as
important he knew that they en-
Joyed themselves while they were
at 1it.

Commenting on the rise of Com-
munism and Fasclsm, the speaker
sald both these forms of totalitar-
lanism were nurtured In countries
where the majority of the people
were dissatisfied. Fascist govern-
ments glorified the state and typi-
fied selfishness on a national scale.
Communism  exploited a political
grudge and the leveling of classes.
In both forms of dictatorship the
people have no rights and those
in authority have powerful armed
forces for the suppression of any
unrest,

In our democracy, said Rev. Mr,
Fogarty, we can change a govern-
ment by our vote, but that does not
mean that everybody gets their
rights. We have heard of many
injustices, People have been neglect-
ed or {llused, others have suffered
discrimination. None of these faults
is inherent in democracy, but un-
less we are on our gudrd they will
occur. Rotarians should be so
scrupulous in their dealings with
each other and the public that
they as individuals build up a repu-
tation of persomal integrity and
willingness to assist any person
in need of advice or assistance of
any kind. If all Rotarians stcod
firmly for individual rights and
made it their personal business
should anyone be deprived - of his
rights theéh there would be no self-
ishness, no world crisis, no social
problem, and no war.

Calls For M;turity
In Co-op Movement

WINNIPEG, March 21 —*“1 call
for maturity The co-operative
movement must be more than a
fraternal soclety. with a secret
password called membership and
a special benefit called patronage
dividends,” stated Ralph Staples in
his presidential report to the Can-
adlan Co-operative Congress in
Winnipeg recently, “The co-oper-
ative movement eust be more
than a monastery behind whose
walls we seek to Insulate ourselves
from the stormy winds of our eco-
nomic life.”

Referring to the fact that the
Congress marked the fortieth an-
niversary of the Co-operative Un-
fon of Canada, Mr. Staples paid
tribute to the pioneer work done
by Mr. George Keen, former sec-
retary of the Unlon. With little
more than an idea as their in-
strument, Mr. Keen and three as-
sociates dared to organize the Co-
operative Union of Canada at
Hamilton, Ontario, in 1909. From
this tiny beginning the co-operat-
ive movement in Canada has
steadily progressed until “it stands
today on a solid foundation of en-
lightened understanding unifled as
never before, strong in the certain
knowledge that the application of
co-operative principles hasbrought
& better and fuller life to man-
kind.”

However, Mr, Stdples stressed
the fact that the real test of
strength for the movement will be
in its abllity to meet the demands
of the future. Grown from rather
isolated neighborhood organizat-
fons with limited problems to a
countrywide network with whole-
sales and factories, the co-ops are
rapldly reaching economic matur-
ity. This new status poses new
questions,

“Can the co-operative move-~
ment resolve the industrial con-
flict?” asked the retiring presid-
ent. “€an it give dignity and
security to men who just run ma-
chines? Oan it provide the people
with purchasing power to buy the
goods they produce? Can it main-
tain a proper standard of living
without exploiting a colony or a
class?”

To illustrate more clearly the
type of problem now facing co-
operators, Mr, Staples cited the
conflict between producer and
consumer, He stated his belief that
this conflict must, be resolved
since previous efforts to gain the
advantage for either party have
led to monopolistic practices, na-
tionaliem and war,

In the past co-operative theory
held that efficlent operationg in
the interests of numerous individ«
ual groups of producers and con-
sumers would of necessity mean a
satisfactory overall result. It now
becomes quite apparent, sald Mr.
Staples, that this plecemeal plan
of attack will not solve the major
nroblems facing mankind. As evi-
dence of this fact he recalled a

Red Reaction To
Atlantic Pact
As Expe_c_tgd

Russian reaction to publication
of the terms of the Atlantic pact
has been about as expected.

Coupled with more or less co-
incidental develocpments in the
dispute over Berlin, it brings the
war of words to a new crescendo,
but without any sign of new ac-
tion.

- The text of the pact is being
published and broadcast through-
out the Soviet Union against a
background of weeks-long prepar-
ation in dispatches froen Tass cor-
respondents all over the world in-
terpreting it as a Western move
toward war.

During the pact negotlations the
Communist propaganda took the
line that it was a “preparation for
aggression” by the West. West-
ern peoples, except for the Com-
munist cores which have been los-
ing strength steadily for months,
didn’t accept that interpretation,
so the new line has been stiffened
to “this means war.” Tt is an ob-
vious effort to turn natural war
fears into a concrete movement
against ratification. But rellef and
reassurance seems to be the dom-
| inating reaction of the Western
peovles.
| The timing of the proclamation
jof a Communist government for
Eastern Germany, giving it the
status of a separate nation within
the Soviet' orbit, may have been
| ‘nfluenced by the pact negotiat-
| fons. But it has been in the works
| for months, and s directly con-
| nected with the organization of an
Allied-sponsored  government for
Western Germany,

Likewlse, the Allied ban on Rus-
slan-issued east marks as currency
n Western Berlin comes coincld-
entally, following the fallure of
United Nations efforts for a mut-
ual agreement, rather than as a
part of the dispute over the pact.

Some fear has been exoressed
that a signature of the Atlantic
nact mav produce violent ‘“prevén-
tive” action on the part of a Rus-
sla  excited by the prospect of
growing military strength. But this
presupposes an actual Russian be-
ief in its own “Western aggres-
sion” propaganda. * The Western
Allies are makine a tremendous
effert to dispel this idea and to
cbtain general world recognition
that the pact is only what it pro-
fesses to be, a strictly defensive
alliance.

Ruszia can be expected to step
up her efforts to represent herself
as the true friend of peace, men-
aced by war mongers.

The Alljes will counter with con-
tinued efforts to prepare them-
selves for any contingency. Devel-
opment of a strategic defence plan,
a co-ordinated rearmement pro-
sram, and possibly new alliances
| will be the Allied answer.

There already is talk of a Med-
| lterranean or Middle-Eastern re-
| gonal pact, with Great,
| the United States, France and It-
aly, of the present Allied bloc,
throwing their weight officlally
behind the small countries which
already present Russia with a
factual front there, anyway, |

Talk of a Pacific pact is likely
to proceed slowly. also. The West-
ern powers are well aware that,
while their support can be expect-
ed as almost automatic by India
and other countries, the Asiatic
fight for freedom from Western
dominance is a bar to direct part-
nerships.

On returning to the 1Island he
settled on the ancestral homestead.
His three sisters, Janet, Mary and
Katherine took up residence in Cal-
ifornia where the first two were
married and where all three died.
One brother, Joseph, a half-brother,
Daniel, and a half-sister, Mary also
passed on before him.

In 1901 he married Mary Ann
Fisher of Rollo Bay. This marriage
was blessed with six children,
twins having died shortly after
birth. In November, 1910, death
claimed the soul of Mrs. MacDon-
ald shortly after the birth of her
youngest son. Left with six young
children, Mr. MacDonald married
Mary Elizabeth MacDonald of
Mount Stewart in 1912, His new
consort was most devoted to him
and the children and the family
grew up in a strongly religlous at-
mosphere. In 1924, his son, John
Charles, was suddenly stricken with
cerebral meningitis while he was
attending St. Dunstan’'s University.
His passing was a deep shock to the
family,

Mr. MacDonald was an active
member of St. Joachim's Catholic
Church in Vernon River. When the
Charlottetown diocese ran a drive
some years ago for funds for St.
Dunstan’s University and other
Catholic charities, he was a mem-
ber of the “snecial gifts” committee,
and attended the organization ban-
quet in the Hotel Charlottetown
under the presidency of His Ex-
cellency, Bishop James Boyle.

Exactly two years ago his belov-
ed wife died. Left to mourn his
passing are four sons., two of them
Christian Brothers. Rev. Brother
Prudent, Rector of St. Joseph's
College, Edmonton, and Rev. Bro-
ther Andrew, Superior of St. Mary’s
Community, Toronto, George at
home married to Mary MacDonald
of Vernon, and Gerard, a graduate
of St. Dunstan'’s, now residing at
Rollo Bay; his only daughter, a
Sister of the Congregation of Notre

Dame, teaching at St. Mary’s
Academy, Summerside.
On March 12  his funeral took

place from hjs late home in Orwell.
Mass was celebrated and the grave-
side rites were administered by
Rev. Father Gillis, Pastor of St.
Joachim’s Church, Vernon River,
The pall-bearers were T. Morrison,
W. McLeod, D. Nicholson, N, Mac-
Donald, W. Morrissey and F. Dree-
lan.
