winds on its trip from Hamilton
to the harbor here, and settled its
silver-hued hull into the water af-
ter five hours and 46 minutes of
flying time.

All in all, skippers of the blg,
four-engined  fiying = parlor-cars
looked on the !flight as routine.
The Cavalier, flying, as did the
Bermuda Clipper, by dead reckon-
ing, came directly over the tower-
ing spires of Manhattan before
ruddering eastward over Long Is-
land.

The skippers talked to each
other at about the half way point |
on their flights, exchanging greet-
ings by radio, but their respective
altitudes—Gray flew at 8000 feet
and - Cumming at 1,000—prevented
their sighting each other.

The visits to Bermuda and the
American mainland marked the
first time that regular passenger
transport airplanes of the two
countries ever had landed in the
other's terrvitory.

The match was a sensational one
in that a total of 802 points was
scored by our team out of a pos-
sible 840.

In looking over the scores I
note that Lt: A. J, McCabe and
Private G. A. Coles each scored
102 points; Q.M.S. A. F. Gormley,
Sgt. R. L. Coles and Sgt. G. G.
McLennan each 101 points; while
the remaining members, Capt. J.
Cales, Lt. P. Hooper and Capt. W,
A. S8mith acquitted themselves
most creditably.

The evening of the prize shoot
the members of the three teams
were banquetted at the Charlotte-
town Armouries by the Associat-
fon, and the inter-Maritime cup
and medals were presented by our
President, Lt.-Colonel H. M. Davi-
son, V.D. The eveping was pleas-
antly spent and will be looked
back on with very happy memor-
ies by all those. present.
