The famous plane had taken
part in 211 operational flights
without any damage. It was due
to-leave here tonight for Vancou-

The plane burned upon crashing.

Both Briggs and Baker were
members of the R.AF.

‘P for Freddie dived at the con-
trol tower of the Municipal Air-
port at 4:14 p.m, failed to clear it
and twisted into a crash.

Br had once been quartered
less than 100 yards from where the
crash occurred.

More than 200 airmen were in
barracks of No. 7 Release Centre
when the plane shot at almost mof
top level over the huts at more
than 3756 miles an hour and crash-
ed about 50 &urda south of the last
barrack block.

Leaving only a foot deep scar in
the earth where it struck, the plane
disintegrated in a 300-yard skid
along the grass-covered earth.

MOSCOW, May 10 — (AP) —
The f'nal capitulation of Germany
was pcesented in Russian news-
papers today as a triumph of all
Allied arms — not just one—and
Prime Minister Churchill's and
President Tp-uman’s sharp words
directed against Japan were given
front-page display.

Newspapers also carried an un-
precedented layout of the portraits
of Mr. Truman, Marshal Stalin
and Mr. Churchill across the tops
of their front pages, together with
their oddresses on the German
surrender

It  was tie first time millions of
Russlan readexs had seen in their
newspapers a sicture of the new
American president

Mr. Churchill’s reference to the
“disgusting misdeeds” and the
“treachery and greediness” of Japan
were printed on vages one, along
with the Prime Minister's state-
ment that Britain and the United
Sates must fight on.
