CIVIC AFFAIRS.

Now that the citizecs are about to
elcct a Mayor and Councillors to
serve for two years, it is a fliting
time for all to take council together
as to the needs of the to vo and how
they shall be supplied. We must not
forget that Chatlottetoan is the capi-
tal of the Province, the seat of a
Government and Legi:lature, and
that the new Council will have the
conduct of our civic affairs at ths be-
ginning of ‘he twentieth century.
The men who are to transact cur bus-
iness in the City Hall oaght to bs
men of twentieth century ideas!

Fortunately, though by a narrow
limit, we have escaped the opprobrium
of passing into the new cycle without
a sewerage system. Now that this
necessary work, which ought to bave
been done fifty years ago, is at length
completed, there are other wants al-
most as elementary that must be sup-
plied. Most of our streets are in the
condition of ordinary country high-
ways. the formation being imperfect
and the material merely the 1ative
soil. Many of our sidewalks wculd
disgrace s third-rate vilisge, and yet
the expenditure upon them year by
year wouald be more than safficient to
keep in full repair good stone or as-
phalt walls.if once the latter were laid
down.

Qur street lighting is ineffective
and otherwise unsatisfac'ory. The
con‘ractors apparently furnish as
much or as little candle power as
they please, and the number, of lamps
that are “out” when they are sup-
posed to be shining wonld occupy the
time of s policeman to count them.
If the number reported “out” are
many, they cover but a fraction of
the whole number. The existing con-
ditions render it necessary to con-
sider whether the City might not
better own and operate a lighting

Of the fire protection service we
have recently spoken, and it is geme-
rally admitted that it comes far short
of what it ought to be to give the
security to which the City is entitled.
‘What seems to bn needed is an ener-
getic and persistent determination to
effect in regard to streets, sidewa'ks,
lighting and fire protection a like ad-
vaunce to those made years ago in our
water snpply and  recently in
regard to sewerage. Mayor War-
barton has spoken out in a clear and
decided way in regard to these mat-
ters, and we regard it as the duty of
every candidate in the civic election,
whether seeking the Mayoraltyor a

ounc llorship, to define his position
in regard to these needed improve-
menta.

The good work already done i pro-
viding water supply, sewerage and
the improvement of Victoria Park
mee's with almost universal apprc-
bation. That factshould be an in-
centive toward cirrying forward the
other improvements needed till Char-
lottetown shall be made attractive to
citizens and visitors alike, worthy of
its p'ace as the chief port and politi-
cal snd intellec'ual contre of the Is-

cdlumas for its advocacy of -
aace and probibition. We believe
the Voice has a large circalation
amoog readers in Canada.
