PEARY AND THE NORTH POLE.

L

A few months ago I had the
pleasure of spending an afternoon
with Captain Robert A. Bartlett,
master mariner, sealing captain,
Arctic explorer, and an all-round
good fellotv. “Bob,” born at Brigus,
Newfoundland, is in the prime of
life—a splendid specimen of vigor=
ous manhood. Sixtys years of age,
he does not look it. He was out at
the Royal Ottawa Golf Club with
Major David McKeand, who for the
last four or five seasons has com-=
manded the Canadian government
party which annually visits the po-
lice posts in the Far North. Chatting
with Bartlett over a “mug o' tea,”
as he called it (he is a strict tee-
totaller, never having tasted intox-
icating liquor in his life) I tried to
draw him out about Peary and his
trip to the North Pole in 1909.

The expedition, Captain E. Peary
commanding, had left Sydney, N. 8.
on July 17, 1908, in the S.8. Roose-
velt, Captain Bartlett being master
and chief navigating officers. The
entire company numbered twenty-
two. The funds for the trip were
secured principally by the Peary
Arctic Olub, of which the late H.
C. Bridgman, at that time chief
editor of the Brooklyn Times-Union
was secretary, The National Geog-
raphic Soclety also assisted. The
Roosevelt had been built in 1905,
at a cost of $100,000, but before
starting upon the last and success-
ful expedition an additional $75.000
was required to provide new boilers
and make other changes; for equip-
ment and for operating expenses.
This amount was raised by public
subscription from all parts of the
United States, from Canada and
even from Newfoundland.

The party was then 133 nautical
miles from the desired goal. (Note:
A nautical mile is approximately
2,026 yards). Peary’s action seemed
incomprehensible.

Twenty-seven years have elapsed
since the goal was achieved and
Peary, full of honors, has gone to
his long rest. I felt, however, when
in Bartlett's company, that the time
was opportune for me to endeavor
to learn something of the captain’'s
feelings on being denied the privil-
ege of sharing in the great achieves
ment., But if T had expected Bart-
lett to criticize the action of his
commanding officers and to voice a
grievance, I was to be disappointed,
T never met a man more loyal to
his former chief. When I referred
to the selection of Henson ,all that

erly trip Bartlett was always to the
fore, and when Peary reached the
advance post every evening he
found an igloo built' for him, and
the camp laid.

Late in March Peary, Bartlett and
Henson cpossed the eighty-seventh
parallel of north latitude. And then,
on April first, Peary decided to make
his dash, taking with him Henson
and four Eskimos. Here it was that
Bartlett bade a reluctant goodbye to
his commanding officer = and
started on the return trip to
the ship. At 87 degrees 46' 49" he
had attained, the “Farthest North.”
Bartlett alone, before starting south
took a trip of five miles northward,
to reach, if possible, the eighty-
eighth degree parallel, but when he
had worked out his observations on
returning to camp they only gave
