Sutherland, the
good ‘he did in the community, A pro-
minent member of the order of Odd-
fellows, and the Loyal Order of
Orangemen, the .. members of  these
bodies feel his: removal while just in
his prime, as a sincere. personal loss.
As a political leader, he was univers-
ally respected by both parties, for he
was scrupulously fair and-honourable
in his conduct. ..

DEHORNING' OF CATTLE.—This
is the time of year for farmers to de-
horn cattle. It has beesh' shown time
afid again that the dehorned cattle are
quieter than cattle which have their
horns and it milch cows they are more
easily managed and give an increased
quantity of milk. The horns can be
taken-off with either.a saw: or a de-
horner. The latter is the easiest: and
simplest ~and. is .. probably. s’ .the
least painful to the cow. If ‘the op-
eration is done later the horn may not
heal héfore 'the flies hecome' bother-
some. If it IS done now there is no
danger of the cow taking cold. There
is really no risk attending the operation
and fariners should dehorn alt their
yearling cattle.
