fag to the report of Mr. W.J.
Brawders, agent of the Soclety. Of
those, 37 are in their own homes,
45 are In foster homes, 14 are in
orphanages, and four are in the
reformatory,

Fifteen of the wards are 18 years
of wge or over and the majority
are working and “getting along
satisfactorily”. Those 1in foster
homes, the report stated, are be-
ing well cared for.

Those wards who are being taken
care of by the two orphanages are
well Jooked after and “the Society
owes a deep debt of gratitude to
the superintendents of both or-
phunages. for the splendid manner
in’ which the, children are being
trained and educated”.

During the past year. the report
stated, there were eight investiga.
tlons into family disagreements
and three interviews — at the re.
quest of the parents — were held
with wayward children.

There was a notable decrease in
the number of juvenile delinquents
during the pust year, Twenty-eight
Juveniles were before the Court in
1047 as compared to 6§ the pre-
vious year, In the (majority of
cases petty theft constituted the
majority of offences, the report
stated.

Speaks On Child Welfare

Dr. MacMillan then introduced
the guest speaker, Mr. F.R. Mac-
Kinnon, Halifux, Director of Child
Welfare for Nova Scotia.

Mr. MacKinnon, who gave a
stirring and inspring address on
child welfare and the organization
of Children’s Aid gocieties, sald

that when a Society is obliged to
take children from their parents,
Who are not in a position to give
them the proper care and neces~
sities required, the socieby must be
prepared to be u good parent and
have the means and machinery to
look after them. “It is our respon-
sibility to see that those children
are taken care of as future citiz-
ens, and if we fail in this, we fail
as a Society,”
