He said  to
them, “Men it is nearly about
time to be home.” One  of
them said “We'll go home when we
are good and ready.” Witness walked
up to the cormer of Dorohester and
(ueen Stieet and stood there to  see if
they were going. Onpe of them shouted
‘out an obscene name to him. The ser-
geant sald, “This filthy and profane
language is not allowed -on the street
and you have - to move on,” King
- lHennessy \nd Frank Power got up but
James Power remained sitting. 1he
sergeant asked him 'if he were going and
as he did not attempt to rise he caught
him by the shoulder, lifted'him up and
said “Yougo too Jim,” He jumped
back saying “hold on,” and rushed
towards the sergeant with his fists up in
a threatening attitude, and tried to
grapple at his breast, He hit Power with
the baton. Hennessey ducked in and
caught the sérgeant under the arm pits
around the walst, Frank Power came
on the left side and struck him with
some heavy weapon on the side of the
head. He was stnnned by the /blow and
went down, Hennessey still holding him.

When he was down there were two
men on top of him and Hennessey was
under him. When he was (rying to gel
up he heard Hennessey shouting “Give
it to him now, give it to him
now.” Hennessey was still holding
on to him and he hit him with his
baton and thus got clear of him. The
other fellow left when he was getting up.
He saw John King digging up stones - in
the gutter and thro' i st~ ther.
He saw Officer Kiggins and Frank Power
in a tussel in the door way to the north
of where he fell. He thought Power
was trying to choke Kiggins. The ser-
geant hit Power with his baton and re-
leased Kiggine, The next he saw of
Frank Power was that he was rushing
towards him with a piece of plank

The deceased was one of the largest
men in the Province, weighing consider-
ably over three hundied pounbs.

It was in the
region of an old ijury received many
years ago. ie had also acut 1} inches
long on the forchead, another 2% inches

bruised. His right arm <was severely
bruised in the victnity of the elbow joint
and there were bruises on his back. He
would uttribute his dizziness to an
extravasation of blood into the brain.
Policeman Kiggins gave evidence sup-
porting that -of Sergeant Taylor Lious
Byrne and Aneas McPhee night employes
of the Telephone Co., testiied to
hearing and seeing the row.

The First Modern {Battleship
To Visit Charlottetown—
A First Class Fight-
ing Ship

Yesterday afternoon H. M. S. Dominiou
one of the mighty baltteships of the British
Navylentered Charlottetown Harbor, and
at five oclock droped anchor off Queen
Street W harf,

Her arrival had deen anxiously Jooked
for from early morning, and all points of
observation werecrowded by sighteers, us
the majestio ship came up the harbor.
‘f'he trip trom Halifax. whieh port was
left at 5 a. m, Saturday, was uuentful.
Upon coming to anchor the people who
had congregated on the wharves had a
splendid opportunity to observe tne
‘battleship, which certainly looks as ifit
could give agood account of itselfs The
Dominion is one of the finest battleships
in the Navy today, being excelled in
armament and armour only by the now
famous Dreadnaught. An  added
interest for Canadians attaches to the
ship because she has been named after the
Dowinion, and the visitor on board is
impressed with this fact beca'se the
national emblems of Canada are
conspicuously displayed in various places
about the ship.

It_has not been decided what program
is tobe carried out during the time the
Dominion will be in harbor. As ber stay
will not exceed tomorrow at the latest,
it is not probable that citizens will b2
treated to anything in ths way of dri'l by
the sailors, as the time will hardly
permit. A drive to  the CIff, to be
organised by a number of citizens for
the benefit of the officers, is spoken of for
today and thls if it can be carried out
should prove a pleasant function and an
admirable way to entertain the visitors
But nothing apparently has been®
rcided on as the Lieutenant Governor.
Mayor and Premier, are out of town and
prabably will not be back until some time
today.

The Tennis and and Golf Clubs have
extended invitations to the officers to play
on their grounds during their stay here,
and on tomorrow afternoon Capt. Kings-
mill and the ofticers of the Dominion will
hold an At Home on board from 3.30 to
6p. m. Mrs. Kingswmill accompanied her
husbund on the trip from Halifax.

Last night a number of the sailors
and marines were given shore libery.
They are fine looking fellows,
and their appearancs on dhe streets
was gladly welcomed by citizene.
Astheship came to anchor yesterday
the band was playing. The ship’s boats
were immediately put In the water and
very few minuces elapsed before a lauding
was mude at the slip, affording an
exampieof how quickly the ““handy man"
does things.
