production might well be so regula-
ted that an extremely one-sided per-
centage of the annual hog crop
would be marketed before the end
of October, and preferably even a
month earlier. This is a subject
worthy of consideration and may be
referred to at a later date.

Production Increase Expected

The following facts constitute arg-
ument in support of advocacy of
greater hog production in this Pro-
vince, and seems good and sufficient
reason why farmers should intensify

duction in Canada up to the end of
May shows a slight decrease in com-
parison with 1933, and while the
early part of 1935 may be expected
to show a decided increase, yet our
outlets are such as may be expected
to take care of any potential in-
crease.

Maritime packing plants are re-
ported as having handled 6111 hogs
during the first five months of the

to May 31st, last year. This differ-
ence is largely accounted for by the
fact that Western Canada hogs are

a slight decrease in Maritime pro-
duction up to the present date, 1934,
but not at all anything like suffici-
ent to account for the decrease in
Maritime plant handlings.

Bacon Exports Increased
‘Then again, it may be noted that

has already this year surpassed the
entire export for the year, 1933, and
yet even if Canada maintains that
ratio until the end of December, she
will still be far short of the annual
amount stipulated in our quota a-
greement. Thus in summing up, we
find,—an old country market calling
for a supply far in excess of what
We can hope to fill, the ordinary flow
of Western hogs into the Maritimes
effectively curtailed by Upper Can-
ada buyers, and the Maritime pack-
ing houses prepared to buy three to
four times our present production.

Will Prince Edward Island farmers
take advantage of the- opportunity
that is theirs, or will they allow
overcautionusness to dampen the en-
thusiasm with which they may at
times be possessed. Think it over.

LAMBS

It is more difficult to venture be-
yond the point of giving an opinion
when directing attention towards the
lamb marketing situation, We know,
however, and hesitate not to state
that present quotations in the Mari-
times are entirely out of range of
what they should be at this season
of the year. Lambs under 75 pounds
should be left on good pasture, (if
there is such a thing), as they will
grow, and we think this growth will
amount to a great deal more in
value than what will be required to
cover any lowering in price per
pound later in the season. Maritime
markets for lamb are as yet rather
limited and unfortunately are being
indiscriminately supplied from the
farm, much to the detriment of the
industry. Nova Scotia and New
Brunswick farmers, we are led to be-
lieve are literally peddling their
farm-killed product from door to
door at any price that can be agreed
upon, and are thus mak
possible to maintain anything
the price that should prevail dur
the summer months and th
season. We need never ex
the price we should in this
while our neighboring Pro

keting methods, as ',:‘lcy ar
ly practising.

Better Lamb Prices Anticipated

From information recently gained
we would expect lamb prices to be
somewhat better than last season, It
is generally admitted, values will be
no less, at any rate. Quantities of
mutton and lamb in storage on June
31st, 1934, was slightly in excess of
the quantity held on same date last
year, but less than - of the aver-
age for the last five year period. Or-
derly marketing through organized
channels will do much towards hold-
ing prices at a reasonable level, but
indiscriminate selling and competi-
tion between producers, will tend to-
ward demoraiization and lower re-
turns.

Before the regular marketing sea-
son comes round again lambs
be put on good pasture and f
ed. Thin Jambs are not salable and
when offered to the trade, tend only
towards lowering legitimate market
values. Producers would be well ad-
vised to go as fa s to supplement
with grain, or other feed when pas-
tures are not 6 ent.
