After Brilliant Ride

BALTIMORE, Md, May 16 —
(AP) — Capot, given a brilliant
ride by Toronto's Teddy Atkinson,
sizzled through a light shower to a
track record Saturday as he won
the Preakness Stakes by a damp
head in one of the most thrilling
finishes in the T3-year history of
the classic.

The Greentree Stable’s three-
year-old star, second in the Ken-
tucky Derby, showed them who
was boss this time as he outlasted
Isidor Bieber’s Palestinian in the
drive for the wire in the 1 3-16th-
mile event.

Crispin Oglebay’s Noble Im
was third. Calumet Farm's by
winner — Ponder — never got in
the act and wound up fifth in the
field of nine starters, Mrs. E.H.
Ellison, Jr's Sun Bahram was
fourth,

The 73rd Preakness turned into
a double photo finish. The judges
had to look at pictures .to decide
for certain that Capot had the call
over Palestinian,

Then they peered at the photo-
graphs again to put Noble Impulse
officially in third place.

Capot blazed under the wire in
1:56 flat, wiping two-fifths of a
second off the track record set by
Riverland in the 1943 Dixie Hand-
icap.

The time also was a full second
faster than the old Preakness rec-
ord of 1:57 made by Alsab in 1942.

A steaming crowd of 30,184 per-
sons, who first baked in a hot sun
and then 27 minutes before post
time scurried before a shower,
roared approval of Capot — this
despite the fact the crowd had
made Ponder the favorite at a lit-
tle better than 2 to 1.

Capot was second choice at 8 to
2 as he gave his famous racing
stable its first Preakness victory.

He paid off at the rate of $7.00,
$3.60 and $2.60 for $2 in the mut-
uels.

It was also the initlal Preakness
victory for Atkinson.

Palestinian, who was ridden by
Eddie Arcaro, might have grabbed
it all in a few more jumps, but
there wasn’t enough distance left
at the finish.
