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Susp;ct Foul
Play In Death
Of Young Woman

SAINT JOHN, N.B., Oct. 1 —

(CP) — What police described as
a case of suspected foul play be-
came known tounight after the body
of Miss Leversey Powers, 25, of
Grand Falls, N B was taken from
the waters of Ashburn Lakg, near
Saint John. She had suffered sev-
ere head injuries.
Police said they were holding
Thomas Heffernan, 28, of FBast
Saint John, as a material witness
perding an inquest.

Investigation led to discovery of
the young woman's body this a¥ter.
noon after Hefternan appeared
voluntarily at the office of the
Royal Canadian Mounted Police.
The case then was turned over to
city police.

The body lay in about six feet
of water and spproximately eight
feet from a small wharf, and was
clad in brown coat, bluz blouse and
striped shirt.

Whether or not death resulted
from drowning was unreported.
