WORDS OF PRAISE

Fdllowing is a copy of a letter from
“Will” McLure an ex-“Prince of Wal-
es” Student to his parents at Murray
Harbor North. *

Belgium Sept. 27, 1916.
Dear Father and Mother:—

I guess that I had better change
the order of things and write you a
letter instead of always sending Ser-
vice post cards. Last night we came
out of the front line, but we are still
in the trenches. It was real good to be
able to sleep right around the clock—
as we were able to do here— from
nine o’clock last night until nine this
morning, as we only managed to get
four hours out of twenty-four in the
last three days—and the four hour
“nap” was enjoyed during the daylight
hours. We have been giving the Ger-
mans as hot a time-as we could late-
ly, and of course they have been re-
taliating; but although it has been
pretty “hot” at times we are getting a-
long fine, It rained almost continually
night and day for those three days
we spent in the front line trenches,
and so there was lots of mud, many
wet feet and much discomfort in
general. However, things have been
so very satisfactory in other ways
that we do not allow little things like
those I have mentioned count for
much. There seems to be many im-
portant successes on different parts
of the line—and it is such facts that
really count here. I see where we get
another good sleep tonight; we have:
to take rations up to the fellows who
are now in the front line, but that
won't take very long and it is not an
awfully hard job at all. I feel mighty
thankful that I have such good
health, because no odds how much
there is to , go through I never get
what I used to call really tired, and
when a bit weary a short rest and a
little sleep makes me feel fit and fine
again. This morning we all have a
shave, wash and general clean-up, and
so now we feel like new. You asked
about our food; our rations are always
brought in to the front line trenches
at night. We usually do our own
cooking— such as making tea and
frying bacon. Of course if there is
fresh meat for us they fix it up away

gliced cold. It is' really wonderful
how well all these and many other
such things are done. During the last
while things have been pretty rough
hereabouts; in fact I think that I can
safely say that this last while = has
been the toughest since May;  but
when we are engaged in a winning
game nothing else matters. I have
seen lots of the fellows belonging to
the second contingent lately; Many, if
not all, of them are here now, and
they seem to be a pretty good bunch
and seem able to keep up the name
made by those of the first contingent.

You can
hear nearly any language around here
any time of day.

Believe me they are a vicious sound-
ing bunch when some of their old
friends drop in to see them, with
his head bandaged up, or on a pair of
crutches or without an arm or some
thing wrong which can be charged
up to the Huns.

If the Germans get all that these
26th fellows say they will, it is time
for them to quit.

Say there is a fellow right here at
the table with me and he just asked
me who I was writing to and when I
told him, he said to tell you he will
go up to see you with me as soon as
the war is over if you promise you
will have a couple of nice girls there
for us and also lots of “dough” for
we will be a bit hard up if money is
as scarce as it is now.

I will have to close with the prom-
ise that I will write you again before
we leave England.
