OTTAWA, February 17.—The agri-
cultural committee of the House of
Commons, which came to the - front
last session with its inguiries into
the fruit industry in Canada, prom-
ises to have another active year,
judging by the programme its mem-
bers have laid out four big topi:s
were decided uponm-for early consid-
eration and for the hearing of evi-
dence by expe ts, These are the ap-
Plicatioa’ of hydro-electric power to
the farms, the sheep industry, the
dajrying industry i Canada, and the
growing of seed corn. It was decided
to begin  with hydro-power, and an
engineer  will be brought from . the
Ontario Power Commission to give
evidence.

Mr. John Best, of Dufferin brought
up the guestion of© meat importa-
tions into Canada from Australia,
New Zealand and other countries
and made a strong plea for more
brotection for the farmers of Canada
‘‘We should make everv effort to get
the Government to protect us on our
sheep, cattle and grains,”’ he
said: “If anybody needs protection
it is the farmer and the only way we
will  get good prices for our pro-
ducts is to have them protected.’

Dr. Steele, of South Perth, also
brought up the question of the dairy
industry in Canada. At no time, he
said, had it been in a more unsettled
condition, particularly in Western
Ontario. Many factories were ‘closing
up. He thought there was too great
a tendency to leave the making of
butter and cheese to rush into some-
thing else that would probably prove
less profitable in the end. Then it
was  difficult to get back into it
again,
