In Village pnd Ridge

The Sanctuary Wood memorial
commemorates the desperate battles
that raged in the Ypres Salient in
June, 1916. The memorial at Cour«
celette, erecled about a quarter of
a mile south of the village, on the
Albert-Bapaume Road, brings to
mind the devastating battles of the
Somme, in September, October and
November, 1916,

At Dury, half a mile north of the
Arras-Cambrai road, the memorial
recalls the battles of Arras in 1918

battlefields of France and Belgium.
All have 'been erected by the Can-
adian government and all are built
in areas hallowed by the memory
of Canadian endeavor and Canadi-
an sacrafice. These monuments ‘o

000 dead in foreign soil will be
recalled in the celebrations Nov. 11
of the 20th anniversary of the
Armis ice,

The most northerly of the mem-
orials is at Passchendaele where, in
a little park a simple slab of gran-
ite records that here the Canadian
Corps fought and endured in the
early winter of 1917. The form of
this memorial has been transferred
to five olhers—those at Sanctuary
Wood, in the Ypres Salient; Cour-
celette, Dury, Le Quesnel and Bour-
lon Wood

Memories of the baptism of fire
of the lst Canadian Contingent are
preserved in the granite shaft er-
ected at St, Julien, about three
miles north of Ypres. Out of the
shaft comes the upper half of a
brooding soldier, his head bowed in
mourning over the thousands whose
blood reddened the fields of Fland-
ers in the spring of 1915, One an-
omaly of this monument is remark-
ed at once:.-the-‘brooding-soldier”
is steel-helme‘ed. That type ot
headgear was not worn unfil early
in 1916

and the breaching of the Drocourt=-
Queant Line, A few miles to the
south-east, near the summit of the
ridge which is cres.ed by the thick
growth of Bourlon Wood, is the
granite slab recalling the storming
of the Canal du Nord in Septem-
ber, 1918, and the subsequent
batiles for Cambrai and Valencien=

nes

At Le Quesnel, the most souther=
ly village on the Western battle=
line captured by the ans, the
victory of Amiens on Aug. 8, 1918,
is commemorated.

Work of 12 Years

The most pretentious of all the
Canadian war memorials is that
which towers above Vimy Ridge. It
is all embracing, and all the emo=
tions and purposes and hopes of
Canada are expressed there in
stone.

Twelve years was this memorial
in the making. It was unveiled on
July 26, 1936, by Edward VIII (now
Duke of Windsor) in the presence
of the President of the French
Republic and 6.000 Canadian exe
Service men, their wives, and de=
pendents of the fallen — pilgrims
Wwho had travelled to France for
that purpose under the auspices of
the Canadian Legion.
