Sermon By The
Rev. Wm. Rhoad,
Kensington

On Sunday morning March 22nd
in the Kensington Presbyterian
Church, Rev. Wm. O. Rhoad
preached a very thoughtful sermon
on the of God to the true
believer, of an ideal existence, in
a new heaven and new earth.

In these days of devastation and
flood, of wars and rumors of more
wars, the thought of a state of har-
mony with each other and with the
Divine Will, and above all a sense
of security and permanence, in
favour with. God and man, is a
state to strive for, a hope to re-
joice in, an ideal to hold hefore

one, for according to Solomon
“where there is mno vision, the
people perish.”

The following is an outline of the
sermon, taking for his text “For,
behold I create new heavens and
a new earth”, Isaiah 65, 17. Mr.
Rhoad said:

This was a promise made by God
to the righteous. minority of the
kingdom of Judah. It is not the
only place in Scripture where God
speaks of new heavens, and a new
earth. We have a similar prophecy
in the twenty-first chapter of the
book of Revelation.

‘What does Isaiah prophecy con-
cerning the new heavens and the
new earth? In the first place the
former things shall not be remem-
bered. This does not mean that we
shall lose our identity or that we shall
lose knowledge of our friends who
have been redeemed. It is essen-
tial for our eternal happiness how-
ever that we shall forget the de-
tails of this present time. Could we
enjoy eternity if we remembered all
the sins, all the errors, all the mis-
takes of our lives? And in our con-
dition at that time we shall be
more sensitive to sin than we are
at the present time. The process
of sanctification is going on in the
heart of every true believer but it
is not yet complete. Hence we do
not always at the present time
recognize our sin of thought and
deed. Also if we do recognize our
sin we are more or less callous to
it. But at that time of which
Isalah speaks we shall be wholly
sanctified. We shall consequently
be very sensitive to sin, We shall
recognize all sin as sin. The least
deviation from the law of God shall
appear to us as a heinous offense
against God. Could we enjoy eter-
nity if we remembered? We cer-
tainly could not. If we remembered
eternity would be one long ex-
panse of ecorrow and regret. God
also shall forget our sin. He not
only' pardons us but he also re-
moves the gullt of sin and forgets
our sin,

In the second place there shall
be joy in God's new creation. There
is much in the world now which
will cause every devote Christian
to rejoice. We see the beauties of
nature and we rejoice in God's cre-
ation. But the world, as it now Is,
is marred by sin and its conse-
quences. It is marred by the ac-
tivities of Satan, When God re-
news, and recreates the new heav-
ens and the new earth shall not be
marred by sin and its consequeces.
The new  heavens and the new
earth shall not be marred by the
activities of Satan, The first para-
dise which was lost shall be re-
gained, The redeemed shall re-
jolee in the periect world — this
Paradise restored.

But more wonderful still God
himself shall rejoice in his re-
deemed. God says through his
prophet, “I will rejoice in Jeru-

matter how much we meditate on
this passage we cannot fathom the
wonder of it. The great, infinite
God perfect in all his ways will re-
joice in his ‘poor, finite, imperfect
creatures who are redeemed. God
wll rejoice in those who have hon-
ored him as being their God and
who have received his Christ.

OF PUBLIC NURSES

(By The Canadian Press)
WINNIPEG, March 24—Destitu-
tion, particularly in the unorgan-
ized parts of the province, is plac-
ing a terrific load on the little band
of 27 women who are all that is
left of the Manitoba provincial
nursing service, according to the
annual report of the department of
health and public welfare, tabled in
the legislature by Hon. I. B.
Griffiths, minister.

“There is urgent need for an in-
crease in the personnel of this ser-
vice,” Dr. F, W. Jackson, deputy
minister, writes in reviewing the
work of the year. “I am convinced
that a province-wide schefi@ of
nursing service would more than
pay for itself.”

“Investigating cases for hospital-
jzation and indigency and visiting
relief cases is now taking up a third
of the nurses’ time.” Litt'e time
thus is left for the regular duties
of health supervision in rural
schools, assisting at clinics, conduct-
ing classes in first aid and home
nursing and giving bedside atten-
tlon to the needy sick. ‘

Miss E. A. Ruscell, head of the
nursing servee, said help in relief
work had been given by several or-
ganizations, including The Tribune
Empty Stocking fund, which donat-
ed more than 1,000 toys and a
quantity of clothing, Through the
Winnipeg Junior League the Wom-
en’s Club, Renfrew Ladies Club and
other groups, more than 500 chil-
dren were outfitted so that they
could go to school. The Municipal
Chapter, I. O. D. E., made 200
garments, Children’s dresses were
made by three groups of Grl Guide
Rangers. Members of the civil ser-
vice knitted mitts and other wool-
len clothing and men of the un-
employment relief oflice donated
270 pairs of children’s moccasins:
Miss Margaret Meehan of the
service directed work which raised
$3,300 for radium treatment for
cancer for needy country pedple.
In examining 8054 country school
children, 4278 were found to have
defects of teeth, tonsils and other
ailments.

In all 23893 home visitls were
made for health instruction, 1920
mothers and children went to child
welfare stations, and 103 clinies for
teeth, tuberculosis and mental
hygiee were aided.

Commission
Finding Of 1877
Is critiqizod

(C. P. By Guardian’s Speocial Wire)

FREDERICTON, N. B., March 24
—Amounts paid Nova Scotia fish-
ermen the federal governmeni
under the findings of a commis«
sion which sat at Halifax in 1877,
were attacked in the New Bruns-
wick Legislature today by ¥. T. B.
Young, Lib. Gloucester.

The money is known as “fishing
bounty money” paid on account of
the compensation allowance made
to Great Britain in 1878 by the Un-
ited States under authority of the
international commission which sat
at Halifax during the summer of
1877, for the extra privileges en-
joyed by American fishermen along
the coastal waters of the Maritimes
and Quebec.

The Canadian government of the
time decided the interest should be
pald annually and they fixed upon
a tonnage basis as far as the ves-
sels were concerned, and the bale
ance of the interest was appor-
tioned to the individual fishermen.
- Mr. Young claimed that in Nova
Scotia, the fishing is carried on in
vessels of from 50 to 120 tons and
up, while New Brunswick’s north
shore cod fishermen formerly worked
in boats of from 10 to 12 tons. He
considered the $73,000 awarded No-
va Scotia in 1934 was too great in
comparison with New Brunswick's
share of $24,000, Quebec’s $50,000
and the $11,000 given Prince Ed-
ward Island.
