Exporat-ion
of feeds is
Prohihited

OTTAWA, Aug. 26 —(CP)—
Exportation of fced wheat, oats
and barley with other feed
grains is prohibited except by
special permission  from the
trade and commerce depart-
ment, under government orders
published tonight in an exira
edit’on of the Canada Gazette.

The orders were signed by ag-
riculture minister Gardiner and
take effect immediately.

One order prohibited exporta-
tion except under special lic-
ense of “oats, barley and any
combination or mixture of them
with other feed grains, whole
or ground,” and the other re-
ferred to “wheat of grade four
or lower grades.”

The ban on such exporta-
tion followed an earlier prohi-
bition on export of millfeeds
frem the Dominion, which was
impored because of a shortage
of feed for hogs and cattle. par-
ticularly in eastern Canada,

The millfeeds situation will
be reviewed by the agricultural
supplies board at a meeting
scheduled for tomorrow. This
particu'ar control is on a week-
to-week basis.

Only_ two grades
Of gasoline to
Be availahle

TORONTO, Aug. 26— (CP)—Op-
erators of private motor cars do
not face the prospect of immedi-
ate rationing of gasoline but with-
in a short time will be able to
purchase only two grades of gas-
oline.
