Limewash Recipe

I have received a letter at my
private address, and as it is mark-
ed “Agricola”, I have pleasure in
sharing it with my readers.—‘“Dear
8ir, T thought I would have a little
chat with you this evening, about
limewash, When I read your article
last Saturday in The Guardian, T
immediately looked up my recipe
which we used last Sp:ing on our
barns. “Add adout 10 Ibs, of tallow
and 10 lbs. common salt to about
40 gallons of whitewash ready for
use. The tallow or grease is to be
added while in the boiling state,
thus ensuring emulsion.” This art
icle also gives directions for color
effects, which would be interesting
to try. We used powdered laund. y
blue also; it seems to prevent the
yellow tinge. I was glad to get yonr
directions and you may be interest-
ed in this one,

“The little root of “Thrift” which
you gave me a few years ago, did
very well last summer, blooming
both early and late.

“I expect that you are enjoying
the stars in the western sky these
nights, Are they not glorious?
“We may get out to see you next
summer I would like to see that
climbing rose you mention We
bought some “Auxin” powder, andi [
experimented with it last fall. We
hepe to try it agzain next August.
Quite a few rose slips had good
roots on them. We always enjoy
your articles.

I thank this reader for her kind
remarks and interesting recipe.
The mixing of the tallow is an im-
portant point. It is evident that it
must be melted and added while
the lime is slaking, so that it will
emulsify; {t would take an enor-
mous amount of churning to do
that if added to the “made” white-
wash as ‘my Newcastie correspond-
ent advised. (I have written for
further information.) However, we
have got this far: it needs 10 1bas.
of tallow to 62 lbs. of lime, and it
must be melted and added while
the lime is slaking. Now ome of the
points where one can go wrong is
Just here: if too-little water is used
In slaking, the lime will 2e “scorch-
ed” and not all converted into hv-
drate. Scorched lime is generally
lumpy and transparent, On the
other hand, too much water re-
tards the slaking by lowering the
heat. The preoper amount must be
used for slakinig, with an after ad-
dition of water to bring the mixture
to brush consistency. A bushel of
lime (62 !bs), says another recipe,
needs 15 gallons of water in slaking:
“keep the bairel covered unti!
steam ceases to rise, and stir oc-
casionally to prevent scorching.”
Still another recipe advises 2 gals,
water to 10 lbs, quicklime, which
gives nearly the same proportions.
The salt and the laundry blue will
certainly improve the mixture,
which will need diluting to the
right consistency. I have been rath-
er explicit in this matter, because
both labor and material may he
lost through faulty methods—no
Joke these hard times!

The 62 1bs. lime, after slaking,
should be brought up to 40 gallons
of wash by adding sufficient water,
preferably hot. What attracted my
attention to this wash, in the Old
Country , was the fact that it
wouldn't rub off, always looked as
fresh as paint, and lasted for years.
An old building which would soak
up Falnt like a sponge, can be made
to look new by this wash; and at
a trifling cost. Washes which con-
tain flour, milk or glue, are inad-
visable for use except in very dry
situations, as the organic matter
easlly decomposes. Now I think I
have covared all the points in ques-
tion, so will sign off.

1 am glad the little “Thrift” has
done well: {5 should be taken up,
divided, and refxlmted every third
year to keep it looking trim, It was
the last plant still in flower in my
1~k garden, outlasting even the
hardy “Bluebells of Scotland”.

1 was particularly interested ‘o
hear about the experiments with
“Auxin,” which readers may re-
member, was described as a “plant
hormone” said to induce the root-
ing of cuttings, even though they
were of hardwoods. A seed catalogue
nov: lists it as “Hormodin A.” The
climbing rose referred to is “Paul’s
Scarlet” which stood a cold winter
in a hard place and gave a wealth

to show much improvement. De-
man, at the moment, is not suf-
ficiently broad to absorb any larg-
er supply without impairing the
price structure.

The disease is a very old one:
historians say that in"412 B. C.,
there was a world epidemic not un-
live the mocern influenza. It was
described by “The Father of Me-
dicine” the Greek Hippocrates.
There are vague mentions in the
Anglo-Saxon Chronices, of an epi-
demic which destroyed men and
horses, the latter Deing susceptible
to the flu, among other maladies,
There is a more authentic record
of a severe outbreak in A.D, 1173,
when it spread over England, Ger-
many and I'aly. Then for over fifty
years the disease existed in a spor-
adic mild form, until, in 1239 anoth-
er virulent ou.break occurred. It
scourged a.l Europe again in 1510
but it was chronicled as a mild
fo'm. In 1557 came the first record-
ed outbreak on this side of the At-
lantic, There would appear to be
some connection between the influ-
enza and sun-spots, In a “home-
1.xde” parallel list  of maximum
sunspot years, and severe epidem-
ics, from 1761 to 1927-28, the phe-
nomena are practically coincident.
The sunspot Year 1917-18 is closely
followeu by the last great epidemic
of 1918-9, Sunspot year 1927-8 was

accompanied by the milder ou‘-
~reak of 1927,

I have before me a remarkable
litt.e book, written Dy Dr. Ralpn

E. DeLury. of the Dominion Ob-
servatory, in 1938. The title is
“Sunspot Influences”, and when it
is termed remarkable it is because
of the immense amount of re-
search which must have gone inw
its framing. Here is a short extract
which will interest many r1eaders
who have a leaning to Astronomy:—
“The great influenza epidemic
of 1017 and 1918 also coincided
with the large peak in sunspots. If
as seems likely, the sunspot cycle
is a factor in the variations in in-
{luenza, the contentions of the as-
trologers that it was due to the
influence of the planets can be
condonud since the period is near
that of the planet Jupiter, and
that of the 10-year inierval between
oppositions and conjunctions of
that planet with Saturn, both
which may indeed be factors in
the cavses of sunspots.”
“Sunspot Influences” is a re-
pring from an astronomical journ-
al, and may possibly be had on
application to the Dominion Obser-
vatory.

Allruistic Farmers

An item in the Farmer's Advo-
cate is very enlightening as to the
ability of our fa.mers in general.
“At a recent live stock meeting a
member in the audience asked
H rry Wilson, Chatham, Ontario,
a member of the Advisory Bacon
Board, if some relief for farmers
could not be obtained through low-
er transportation and processing
costs.  Mr. Wilson replied: “It is
a well-known fact that no one can
operate at a loss.but the farmer.”
No more of his speech is given,
which may or may not be an in-
justice to the gentleman in ques-
tion: but it Is also a well-known
fact that many people are willing
to allow the farmer to continue his
unselfish operation!

By operating at a loss, as the
farmer has becen compelled to do
for the past ten years, he has had
to skimp on the bare necessities of
life and obviously had no purchas-
ing power to buy the manufactur-
ed goods that the cities produce.
“That is why there are so many
farm buildings needing repairs, so
many broken down fences, 5o many
worn-out implements”, says another
writer, Unless the farmer can mar-
ket his goods above the cost of
production, he suffers in home,
school, and church: when the
farmer cannot buy, the manufac-
turer must cut down employment.
So much is clear. But let the farm-
er take the next logical step and
endeavor to set up a system of
distribution that will function ef-
fectively, cooperatively, and much
more cheaply; then powerful op-
position quickly manifests itself.

An {lluminating article on this
subject appeared in the Feby. 8th
issue of the magazine above quo‘-
ed. In it is given a chart com-
pering rrices of all goods with farm
prices from the year 1913 to the
present day. We need nof showever
go back furtler than 1930, to get
an idea of the farmer's plight. The
{igures are from the Domlnlo..l
Bureau of Statistics, and the firs{
group is the index figure of all
goods, followed by the index figure
of farm produce in brackets. In
one instance (1937) they are on a
parity: that was a year of very
small crops over important areas
in Canada. The figures are:--
1930, 86.5 (823); 1931, 72.2 (56.3);
1932, 66.7 (48.4); 1933, 67.1 (51.0';
1934, 71.6 (59.0); 1935, 72.1 (63.5):
1936, 74.6 (69.4); 1937, 845 (84.5);
1938, 18.6 (736). Up to August of
1 the figures are 724 (584); a
differential of 14.0.

Sales of Canadian cattle at Buf-
falo totalled 237 head.

Butcher steers and
heifers brouzht $7.50 to $8.25, with
one load at $850, and some light-
weight veal calves sold between $6
and $10. Good Canadian stee:s were
quoted at $8 to $8.25.

Exports to the United States
during the week consisted of 735
beef cattle, 131 dairy and 1.263 cal-
ves.
