At the Odero shipyards in Genoa
the Argentine cruiser “Almirante
Brown” was recently completed, and
has passed all trials, The gunboats
have just been completed there for
Paraguay, the “Paraguay” and the
“Humayta.” In the Ansaldo yards at
Sestra Ponente, near Genoa, two tor-
pedo boats are being built for Tur-
key, and three merchant ships for
Russia. Two destroyers are approach-
ing completion for Greece at Spéxia.
Two small cruisers are in course of
construction for Rumania, two gun-
boats for Persia and a tug for Uru-
guay, Another Urguayan tug was
launched January 30. A Turkish
submarine was launched at Trieste
February 5.
Two Oil Tankers

At the Monfalcone shipyards near
Trieste, two ofl tankers are being
bullt for the Standard Oil Company,
while two others have already been
launched.
The total of ships under construc-
tion in Italian shipyards at the end
