A day or two before the Show
bath your dog; if he is light in
color or shows some white mark-
ings, a pinch of bluing in the
bath water will improve the lus-
tre' of the white patches. Olly
dressings, such as hair grooms
should be used sparingly after
bathing. Brush and brush and
brush the coat, using the comb as
sparinglv as possible. Some breeds
need to be trimmed before show-
ing and this work should be done
bv a person familiar with the var-
ious methods of trimming of dif-
ferent breeds.
