THRIPS FOR COMMERCIAL

¢

The treatment of gladiolus corms
for the control of thrips before
planting can be most conveniently
carried on for small quantities of
corms by the use of dips of corros-
sive sublimate or hot water. But
for commercial producers with a
large number of corms to treat,
fumigation of the corms, rather
than dipping, would provably be
the most suitable in that it is
quicker, saves handling and elimi-
nates the necessity of peeling off
the husks. Two fumigants have gi-
ven good results and are recom-
mended by the Entomological
Branch of the Dominion Depart-
ment of Agriculture, namely, a mix-
ture of ethylene dichloride and
carbon tetrachloride and calcium
cyanide.

Ethylene Dichloride anZ Carbon
Tetrachloride

A mixture of ethylene dichloride
‘(75 per cent) and carbon tetra-
chloride (25 per cent) has siven
excellent results. This mixture is
non-poisonous to humans and non-
inflammable. It is used at the rate
of 14 pounds per 1000 cubic feet of
space, exposing the corms for a

# period of 24 hours at a tempera-

ture around 80 deg. F. After the
corms are placed in a wooden air
tight container or room, rolls of
blotting paper, newspaper or cloth
