Plans for the campaign are 9[—
ready taking shape and are sufhc-
iently advanced in some divisions
to permit the acceptanceof some
new recruits now.

Navy Department sources de-
clined to comment on a Montreal
news dispatch which quoted Capt.
Mackenzie R, Campbell, comman-
der of the Montreal Naval Divis-
jon, as saying that the e.nl{stment
period will be five years instead
of the former seven. Cmdr, Camp-
bell was quoted also as saving
that a standard 10th grade educa-
tion would be regarded as a cri-
terion of acceptance, and that the
recruiting age would be from 17
to 25 years.

It was learned, however, that
divisional commanders were given
an outline of the terms of service
and of recruiting plans and were
being allowed to make statements
on the matters as soon as tl!ey
were prepared to receive recruits.
The over-all ‘statement, however,
would be made by Mr:. Abbott.
Air Minister Gibson is expected
to announce the terms of service
in the post-war Air Force early in
the New Year. The Government
undertook at the recent session (o
make such announcements prior
to March 31, 1946,

Until recently only former mem-
bers of the three services were
entitled to apply for enlistment im
the interim forces, which will dis-
appear Sept. 30, 1947, when the
permanent forces are establisked.
The Navy is believed' to be the
first of the services to begin ac-
cepting new recruits.

t is expected that men who
sign for the interim forces will
form the nucleus of the perman-
ent services, scheduled to total
55,000 men.
