Particulars Given
of the Death of
Frank W. Mutch

The frionds in this Province ot
the late Krank W. Mutch, son- of
Mr and Mrs R. E. Mutch of this
city, who was drowned some weeks
ago in the Yukon, will be interest-
ed to learn that full particulars of
the accident have been received by
Mr. and Mrs, Mutch.

The tragedy occurred about half
past seven on the evening of July
29th, @s the steamboat Thistle was
prepariag to leave Mayot Landing
for its home port, 'White Horse,
Frank and the second engineer
were-on the starboard side of the
ghip taking up the slack in a cable
that held a small scow in place.
In doing this they used a small iron
bar as a twister. Frank was on
the outer side of the scow when in
the twinkling of an eye the bar
slipped from his hand, whirled
around, and hit him ®n the head
with such force that people on the
shore heard the blow.
