YESTERDAY afternocon ab one o'cloek

information was received by telephone at
the police office thad Capt. Ronald
McMillan wished tosee Sergeant]Bradley.
At two o'clock the caseof & ohn MeCarthy
came on and the matter wae left over
antil later on in the afternoen. Sergeant
Bradley then took Officer Harper with
him and went down to R. MacMillan’s
toinvestigate. Oa the way down they
mes Capt. McMillan ani Mr. M. P. Hegan
and they told the police thas Captain
McMillan’s office, M. P. Hogan’s office
and . the office in Mr Full's
Mill had been entered on Thursday night
through the respective windows.The glass
in each case was brokean and the lock on
the windows removed. The police then
went to Cupt. MeMillan's office and saw
how the burglar entered. The Captain
stated that a parcel of dry goods left there
by F. Perkins & Co., for Mrs. MeMillan
was missing. The roller mill was then
wisited but nothing was missed. The
police then went to M. P. Hogan’s office
and found that although the burglar had
effeeted an entrance nothing was taken.

The burglar had apparently en-deavor-
d to cover up his tracks as nothing was
left behind by which the police could get
a clue. Sergt. Bradley then said to Officer
Harper that “*apparently we are where we
started but 1 think we will try Dave
Bell's.”

Harper replied : “Isaw Dave Bell go
home last night with a coatjover his arm.”

Sergt.Bradley said: “Then we go there
and see.”

They accordingly went, passing Bell on
the street as ifnothing was wrong. After
ente: ing Bell’'s house enquiry was made
as to whether Pe'l was home onjThursday
night. His wife r:olied that]he was home

at an early hour. The Sergeant] asked
her what she meant by aa early hour and

Mrs. Bell replied 10jo'clock. The Ser-

geant asked for the parcel he took home

and the woman replied that there was
no parcel. The Sergeant fursher asked

for the coatand wasgiven aooatiwhich
the woman said was the one that he (Bell)
had taken it away ad eight o’clock on the
previous evsning and had brought it
back. The Sergeant looked at the coat
and hung it up afser which he went into
the nextroom and the first thing that
met his eye was a pair of blankets. After
he had thrown them aside the next thing
that revealed itself was a eorset cover
and a pair of combinations. Bradley
then returned to the Kkitchen where
Harper was examining some childrens
clothing which was being made up.
Harper remarked that it was a night
gown eut down to make a child’s gar-
ment. TheSargeant went over to a lounge
and noticed a hole in the covering aad
found the body of the inight shirt. The
goods were all piled together for removal
and just then Bell appeared and stood at
the head of the ssairs and enguaired as to
what the police were doing there. Serge-
ant Bradley invited him to see the goods
and asked him where they esame fror.
Bell szid they were there this long time.
The officers then arrested Bell, a tussel
followed and resulted in Bell and the good
being taken to the station. After Be]
was incarcerated Mr. A. G. Peake came

to the station and complained that his
yacht was broken into and several
articles stolen. After furnishing a list of
the articles among which was a pair of
blankets, he was shown the blankets
which he said he believed to be his. Later
on Mr. Hyndman identified the goods.The
prisoner will be arraigned this morning.

He also referred to reopening
of trade with the United States and ex-
pressed pleasure in the change thatis
coming over the public opinion
of the United States in that re-
gard. Itiggratifying he:said, to know
that the importantance of our trade with
our neighbors is now_ being
to some extent realized by them and Zthat
they are putting forward, through their
chambers of commerce and trade
journals that it is now their turn to sume
for freer trade relations.
