Draper says in part :—‘‘This act au-
thorizes Kssex Co. to pay back $1.-
850 to Joseph 8. Trimble, Meikle's
“guardian. The revised laws provide
that the court may allow reasonable
compensatlon (upon an indictment

for murder) for the services of coun- |

sel assigned to defend the prisoner if
he is otherwise unable to procure
counsel, and such -compensation shall
ibe paid by the country in which the
,indictment is found. Meikle’s case
, manifestly does not come within this
provision of the law, as he was able
and did procure counsel and he was
