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A Great Opportunity

The Winnipeg Free Press refers to the
current situation today as the fishermen’s op-
portunity, The meat shortige has demandefl a
substitute in the menu of American and Can-
adian households and the result has been .in-
creasing demands for fish.

Quick to take advantage of this opportun-
ity, it points out, the New iﬁnglm:’.l.fishmg in-
dustry has rapidly expand:d, large investments
in steel beam trawl having been made to
extend the operations, for the behef is that the
people, having acquired the habit, will con.tinl.:e
to use more fish than before. I'bis also applies in
Canada with two meatless iavs per week.

Here is an opportunity for Prince Edward
Island. and the Marit'me Piovinces in general,
to capitalize on their unexcelled fishery = re-
sources. [his is a mattec important enough to
receive the atiention of thz Domimon-Provincial
Conference delegates when they resume their
meeting at Ottawa.

In his address at the opening session of
the Conference, Premier Jones pointed out that
the fishing industrv m  this  Province lacks
frozen hait and cold storuge faclities, while
better methods of fishing further out to sea
“should have been encouraged.” Why, after
gix years of war, in which meat was scarce and
fishery products at a premium, shovld this have
to be said? Who was responsible? What lead-
ership has the Federni Department of Fisheries
shown in this matter? Suvcelv, in view of the
greaq importance of this bLasic industry, a re-
vamping of the whole department at Ottawa
thould be undertaken.

Danish Bacon Again

Mr. Christmas Moeller, Danish Foreign
Minister, has been very active recently in Lon-
don, and according to London newspapers hopes
to take back with him to Denmark an agree-
ment whereby Britain will purchase “most of
Denmark’s surplus bacon, eggs and butter.”

This will come as no surprise to the Can-
adian hog-raiser, dairy farmer or poultryman,
although in view of pre-victory food-shortage
reports from Furope it would seem: strange fqr
Denmark to have food surpluses so soon after
its liberation. .

For nearly five years now the Canadian
swine-breeder has. provided bacon for export
to the Uhited Kingdom in an endeavor to gain
a foothold in the British rmarket. Whether he
has succeeded will be evident in the course of
the next year or so.

There is no sentiment in business, whether
that business be food, clothing or manufactures.
It would be unreasonable tc expect Britain to
continue bacon purchases irom Canado if she
can get the same commodity cheaper from
Denmark.

It is easy to understand the British view-
point in food purchases. The London Daily
Express, writing of the greemeht with Den-
mark, says: “This means that DBritain would
get comparativelv fresh better, bacon and eggs,
as before the war, instead ot food kept in stores
for many weeks.”

The fact that Canadian farmers, whole-
salers and exporters are well aware of these
world food conditions and the special condi-
tions of the British market probably explains
the drop in hog production which has been
general in 1945 — and the underlying reasons
for meat-rationing here. .

The Allies And _The Emperor

The Japs would reem to be stalling in im-
plementing their acceptarce of the Allied sur-
render terms, which is not surprising in view
of what we know ot Japanese treachery in the
war. On the other hand, it 1s worth remember-
ing that this whole affair is something unique
in history. Seldom f ever has a great nation
been forced to accent unconditioral surrender
without a hostile fout ¢n its shores and its prin-
cipal armed forces not even in contact with those
of the enemy. And :he japanese are being re-
quired to exccute, not only a military but a na-
tional surrender. The Emoveror HMHirohito, re-
garded as a deity by his subjects, will be re-
quired to take his nstiuctions from the Su-
preme Allied Commander. Never hefore has
the head of a state heen put in just this position,
and this emphasizes the difficult nature of the
problem to be dealt with.

There is a good deai .0 he said in favor
of leaving the Empersr on the throne, and it
is quite possible that, even if the Japanese Gov-
ernment had said nothing about it in their
surrender offer, the Allics would still have left
him there. He forms at 'east a nucleus for the
nation — an authoritv with which the outside
nations can deal, a represantative of the nation,
and one who can speak in the nation’s name.

There are decided advintages in  having
such a representative and sprkesman. With such
a nucleus, the nation is organized; without it,
there is chaos. In the case of Japan, the Allied
military chiefs, speaiing in (he name of the
Emperor, will be instantly obeyed. Without
this anthority they micht have to use coercion,
which would bhe unpleazant and difficult,

At the same time, it is possible, as the
London Times points out, that the Japanesc
military clique, who have been at the bottom

hoping that through the preservation of the
throne they can save from the wreckage all that
is really important to them and so be in a posi-
tion, some day, to build up once more Japan's
ambitions to make herself ruler of the world.

The idea that Japau can be turned into a
democracy on the constituticnal monarchy plan
in one generation or even in two or three is
little short of fantastic. Japan has in her con-
stitution some of the forms of democracy. But
they are quite artificial ard meaningless. In
name the Emperor is absoluie, but his absoluz-
ism is conditioned by the will of the army, the
navy, big businesses and the great families. The
people of Japan have no say at all and there is
not much evidence that they have any desire for
a say.

Penicillin made in jam jars has saved the
reason of numerous patients at the Rubery Hill
mental hospital in Birminglam, England, says
superintendent C. T. Graves.

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Russia’s Revenge

(Ottawa Journal)

It was noted in the despatches
the other day that exactly 40 years
had elapsed since negotiations were
opened at Portsmouth, New Hamp.-
shire, for ending the Russo-Japa-
nese war of 1904 and 1905. That
war the Japs won handily; now
the Soviet regime has avenged the
humiliations inflicted by Tokyo on
the czarist regime it succeeded.

The Japanese began that war
too with a characteristic bit of
treachery repeated at Pearl Har.
bor with modern variations. On
Feb. 8, 1904—two days before the
declaration of war—the main lat-
tle fleet of Japan under Togo made
a surprise attack on the Russian
fleet in Port Arthur and inflicted
serlous losses, later in the day en-
gaged coast batteries.

It was a curious sort of war.
Japan, just emerging from long
feudal sleep, was anxious for a
quick and spectacular victory over
a great power as a means of est-
ablishing her own prestige in the
world. Her army was highly train-
ed and well armed, her fleet effic-
fent, and the little yellow men
were cocky and confident. The
Russian forces, on the other hand,
were badly armed, poorly equinped,
led mostly by incompetents. Czar.
ist Russia even then was shot fpll
of graft and corruption, the armes
forces were in the hands of court
favorites—the great Russian bear
went into battle hamstrung and
blinded by its own worthless rulers.

The outcome was, of course, cat-
astrophic for Russia and a blow to
white prestige in the Far East,
The eager and ambitious Japs with
me, or sleep in unrepented -sin.
