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inclined to think, that this must bo the most
correct method of accounting for the anomalies
presented by different temperataros under the
same paralells of latitude. The Crimea, al-
though warm in summer, would appesr i be
as cold, if not colder than this Island, in the
winter season. Now, that the Mechanics' In-
stitute is a corporato body, it may become the
nuclaus, if its members will only exert thom-
selves, of a scientific institution, the records of
which should abound in thermometrical, mete-
orological and baromatrical observations. There
is scattered aboat in the files of the different
newspapors, a considerable amount of t
species of knowledge, which would be well
worth the lahor of condensing and arranging
under their different heads. And we would
suggest, that & moderate premium for a col-
leetion of this sort would reflect credit upon
the Institute, and be the means of rescuing
from oblivion an interesting series of fucts. It
would ba of no small consequence also, to com-
pare the results with the observations of philo-
sophers in Norway, Sweden, Denmark and
Russia, tables of which are not hard to obtain.
We should then see, that we are not so badly
oftin point of climato as wany people suppose
that there is nothing to prevent Prince Ex
Island from |»-\Lumlng not only distiu
for agricultural productions, but that philoso-
phy, literature and science may he made to
tlourish here; as well as in other countrics we
have just en merated. Tt was said on Tuesday
evening se'night at'the Soiree, that the Island
had produced no man of seience, or mechanic
of eminence. We trust. that this reproach
will be soon wiped off: there is a sufliciency of
talent and genius in the youth of the countr)
but it has had as yet, very imperfect and insuf-
ficient culture. The day is about to dawn, we
hope, upon a different state of things, and as
tbe country advances in population and riches,
80 it will progress in the higher matters of in-
tellectual wealth, and not be afraid to send her
sons to the uttermost ends of the earth, having
first, like a conscientious parent, furniuhud
them with an education, that will enable them
to copo with the men of any country. We in-
tend to take up the question of Education very
shortly, and trust to be able to rouse the pul
Tic mind to greater cxertions on this all-impor-
tant subject.
