ST. JOHN'S, Nfld. (CP)—Pre-
‘|'mier Smallwood. said Monday the
federal government’s rejection of
the Newfoundland request for an
immediate interim payment as a
result of McNair royal commis-
sion recommendations is diffcult
to understand.

“I have as yet not receved a
reply to the message I sent to
Prime Minister Diefenbaker con-
veying a joint resolution adopted
by this house after being moved
by men and seconded by the
leader of the opposition,” he told
the legislature. .

“In the absence of a reply from
the prime minister I am forced
to conclude that the press reports
of the proceedings in the house of
Commons are accurate, Accord-
ing to these reports the prime
minister has rejected the unani-
mous request of this House.”

The legislature asked that New-
foundland receive the amount rec-
ommended by the commission as
an interim payment until the next
session of Parliament decided
what action to take on the recom-
mendations.
