The hand-made paper industry is
being revived in India. Informat-
ion is being gathered by the Ind-
jan Museum, Calcutta,about meth-
ods used in India hundreds of
years ago. There is in the Mus-
eum a sample of hand-made paper
from Nepal said to last for 1,000
years or more.

The Kashmir paper industry
has remained unchanged since its
introduction in the reign of Zain-
ul-Abdin (1420-1470) who import-
ed papermakers from Samarkand.
Methods, appliances and the pro-
duct have been preserved unalter-
ed because of the excellence and
ingenuity of the original invention.

The main raw material for this
cottage industry is Sann hemp,
which grows wild or is cultivated
in many parts of India.
