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Widespread Conspiracy.
STARTLING NEWS FROM THE SCENES OF THE

The startling news comes from Toski,

It was quite likely, however,
that their plans were to throw off their
masks and join Wad el-Jumi after thy had
crossed the Nile, and that Col. Woode-
house’s determination to prevent their
reaching the river at all hazards, and
his unexpected success in carrying out his
purpose, threw the conspirators into con-
fusion and disorganised their carefully laid
plans.
